An act relating to salaries of court reporters; amending
Minnesota Statutes 1958, Section 486.05, Subdivision 1.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1953, Section. 486.05,
Subdivision 1, is amended to read:

486.05 Salaries. Subdivision 1. Limitations. The
judge by an order filed with the county auditors annually on
or before the first Monday in May, 71955, and on or before the
first Monday in January, annually thereafter, shall fix and
establish the salary of the court reporter at an amount not
exceeding 86,500 per year, and, in such order, shall apportion
the salaries of the reporters in their respective districts among
the several counties, and each eounty shall be required by such
order to pay a specified amount thereof in monthly install-
ments, which shall be such proportion of the whele salary as
the number of days’ work actually done by the reporter in
the trial of cases in that county during the preceeding year
‘bears to the whole number so performed in the district. In
fixing the court reporter’s salary the judge shall.give due
consideration to the general economic conditions then pre-
vailing. Each reporter shall have and maintain his residence
in the district in which he is appointed, but if any reporter
be appointed in two or more districts he may reside in either
or any of them. The reporter, in addition to his salary, shall
be paid such sums as he shall accrue as necessary mileage,
traveling, and hotel expenses while absent from the city or
village in which he resides in the discharge of his official
duties, such expenses to be paid by the eounty for which the
same were incurred upon presentation of a verified itemized
gstatement thereof approved by the judge; and the auditor of
such county, upon presentation of such approved statement,
shall issue his warrant in payment thereof.

Real estate, rural in char-
acter, and used exclusively for the purpose of growing trees
for timber, lumber, wood and wood products shall constitute
class three “e,” and shall be valued and assessed at 20 percent
of the full and true value thereof.
