No money shall be so used wuntil it shall have remained un-
claimed for at least five years. If, at any time after the ex-
piration of the five years, the legal heirs of the inmate
shall appear and make proper proof of such heirship, they
shall be entitled to receive from the state treasurer such sums
of money as shall have been expended by the superintendent
belonging to the inmate,

Subd. 2. Unclaimed personal property. When any
inmate of a state institution under the jurisdiction of the
commissioner of corrections has died or disappeared there-
from, or hereafter shall die or disappear therefrom leaving
in the custody of the superintendent thereof personal prop-
erty, exclusive of money, which remains unclaimed for a pe-
riod of two years, and there is no person entitled thereto
known to the superintendent, the superintendent or his agent
may sell such property at public auction. Notice of such sale
shall be published for two consecutive weeks in a legal news-
paper in the county wherein the institution is located and
shall state the time and place of such sale. The proceeds of
the sale, after deduction of the costs of publication and auc-
tion may be expended, at the discretion of the superintend-
ent, for the entertainment and benefit of the inmates of such
institution. Any inmate, his heirs or his represeniatives, may
file with, and make proof of ownership to, the superintend-
ent of the institution disposing of such personal property
within four years after such sale, and, upon proof satisfactory
to such superintendent, he shall certify for payment fo the
state treaswrer the amount received by the sale of such prop-
erty. No suit shall be brought for damages consequent fto the
disposal of personal property or use of money in accord-
ance with this section against the state or any official, em-
ploysee, or agent thereof,

tion 246.18, is amended to read:

246.18  Disposal of funds. Every officer and em-
ployee of the several institutions under the jurisdiction of the
commissioner of public welfare shall pay to the accounting

tution. Every accounting officer, at the close of each month
or oftener, shall forward to the commissioner of public wel-
fare a statement of the amount and sources of all moneys
received.

Sec. 24, [243.17%] Reburial. Subdivision 1. The
commissioner of corrections may remove the body of any
person now buried in o cemetery situated upon the land be-
longing to the state for public institution purposes and rebury
it in a cemetery created under the provisions of section 23
by complying with the provisions set forth in the following
subdivisions of this section.

Subd. 2. -The commissioner shall petition the district
court of the county wherein the present cemetery is situated
setting forth the reasons for such removal, the place to which
the body is to be removed, and praying for an order of the
court authorizing such removal. Upon the presentation of
such petition, the court shall make its order setting the time,
which shall not be less than 60 days from the date of the
order, and the place for hearing the same. The commissioner
shall serve the nearest relative or, if the commissioner can-
not locate any relative, some friend of the person whose
body is to be removed by mailing to him a copy of the pe-
tition and court’s order 30 days before the dale of hearing
and file his affidavit of mailing with the clerk of districi
court. If the commissioner is unable to locate a relative or
friend, he shall make his affidavit to that effect and file
the same with the clerk of district court.

CHAPTER 751—H. . No. 1575
[Not Coded ]

An act relating to the public employees retirement as-
sociation; providing for the continuation of membership in
the association under certain circumstances.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Public employees retirement; continuation
of membership. A member of the Public Employees Re-
tirement Association, since August, 1941, who for not less
than one year prior to August 1, 1961, was on an authorized
leave of absence without pay by reason of sickness and who
is no longer able to perform his duties as a school district
employee may nonetheless continue as a member of the
association providing he makes his employee’s contributions
to the association, and the employer’s contributions are paid
to the association either by the member or the school district
until eligible for retirement benefits under Minnesota Statutes
1953, Chapter 353, as amended by Laws 1955, Chapter 8135,
or the benefits computed under Laws 1857, Chapter 935.
