Any corporation taking ac-
tion to renew the period of duration of its corporate existence pur-
suant to the provisions of this section may make such other amend-
ment or amendments to its articles of incorporation as might be
permitted under section 301.37 to a corporation whose period of
duration had not expired, and the articles of amendment setting forth
the renewal of the period of duration may also set forth such other
amendment or amendments.

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1961, Section 161.20, Subdi-
vision 2, is amended to read:

Subd. 2. Trunk highways; acquisition of property; buildings;
relocation of corners; agreements with railroads; contracts. He is
authorized to acquire by purchase, gift, or by eminent domain pro-
ceedings as provided by law, in fee or such lesser estate as he deems
necessary, all lands and properties necessary in laying out, construct-
ing, maintaining, and improving the trunk highway system; to lo-
cate, construct, reconstruct, improve, and maintain the trunk high-
way system; to purchase all road material, machinery, tools, and
supplies necessary for the construction, maintenance, and improve-
ment thereof; to construct necessary buildings, or rent or acquire by
purchase, gift, or condemnation, grounds, and buildings necessary for
the storing and housing of such material, machinery, tools, and sup-
plies or necessary for office space for employees or for providing
for driver license examinations; to maintain, repair, or remodel such
buildings as may be necessary; to make agreements with any county
for the relocation or re-establishment, by the county, of section,
quarter section, or meander corners originally established by the
United States, when such relocation or re-establishment is necessary
in order to write land acquisition descriptions or by reason of the
construction, reconstruction, improvement, or maintenance of a trunk
highway; to contract on an equitable basis with railroad companies
for the installation and reinstallation of safety devices at trunk high-
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way-railroad grade crossings, and for the construction, reconstruc-
tion and maintenance of bridges and approaches existing or neces-
sary for the separation of grades at railroad and trunk highway in-
tersections; and in carrying out his duties, to let all necessary con-
tracts in the manner prescribed by law. The commissioner may make
agreements with and cooperate with any governmental authority for
the purpose of effectuating the provisions of this chapter.
