Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1974, Section 123.72, is amended to
read: -

123.72 EDUCATION; SCHOOL DISTRICTS; MEDICAL INSUR-
ANCE PREMIUMS FOR RETIRED PERSONNEL- The school board of
any independent school district may expend funds to pay premiums on
hospitalization and major medical insurance coverage for officers and
employees who retire prior to age 65 and who are between the ages of
66-55 and 65. Such premiums shall only be paid until such retired offi-
cers and employees reach age 65.
