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(d) to hear and decide on the record from determinations of the
director relating to a fair share fee challenge decided under section 3 of
this act.

Sec. 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. This act is effective the day following
final enactment and sections 3 and 4 shall apply retroactively to any
proceeding pj-esentlv pending challenging the circumstances and
amount of a fair share fee.
