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seeking appropriate temporary relief against the respendent, pending final determination
of proceedings under this chapter, including an order or decree restraining him from
doing or. procuring esy an act tending to render ineffectual amy an order .the
commissioner may enter with respect to the complaint. The court shall have power to
grant sueh temporary relief or a restraining order as it deems just and proper, but no such
relief or order extending beyond ten days shall be granted except by consent of the
respondent or after hearing upon notice to the respondent and a finding by the court that
there is reasonable cause to believe that the respondent has engaged in a discriminatory
practice. The Minnesota rules of civil procedure shall apply to suek an application, and
the district court shall have authority to grant or deny such relief sought on sueh
conditions as it deems just and equitable. Al} hearings under this section shall be given
precedence as nearly as practicable over all other pending civil actions.

(4) If any a lessor, after he has engaged in a discriminatory practice defined in
section 363.03, subdivision 2, clause (1), (a), shali lease or rent sueh a dwelling unit to a
person who has no knowledge of suek the practice or of the existence of any a charge
with respect therete to the practice, saeh the lessor shall be hiable for actual damages
sustained by sueh a person by reason of eny a final order hereunder as provided in this
section requiring sueh the person to be evicted from suweh the dwelling unit.

the seeds thereof; the resin extracted from any part of such plant; and every compound,
manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of such plant, its seeds or resin, but
shall not include the mature stalks of such plant. fiber from such stalks. oil or cake made
from the seeds of such plant, any other compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture,
or preparation of such mature stalks, except the resin extracted therefrom, fiber, oil. or
cake, or the sterilized seed of such plant which is incapable of germination.

CHAPTER 158—H.F.No.623

An act relating 1o state lands; providing for the convevance of state land 1o the city of
St. Cloud for use as a fire station.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

Section 1. The governor, upon the recommendaticn of the commissioner of
administration and in exchange for the mutual benefits inuring to the state of Minnésota
and the city of St. Cloud by the location of a fire station in close proximity to the St.
Cloud Reformatory. may convey by quitclaim deed, in the form the attorney general
approves, in the name of the state of Minnesota, the following described property:

That part of the northwest quarter of the northwest quarter of section 7. township
35, range 30, Sherburne County, Minnesota described as follows:

Beginning at a point on the west line of said northwest quarter of the northwest
quarter of section 7 distant 368.40 feet south of (assumed bearing of due south) the
northwest corner thereof: thence south 81 degrees, 19 munutes and 36 seconds east for
712.57 feet: thence south 8 degrees. 27 minutes and 42 seconds for 355.78 feet 10 the
centerline of Minnesota Boulevard; thence north 82 degrees, 52 minutes and 24 seconds
west, along said centerline, for 657.15 feet. to said west line: thence north, along said west
line for 377.84 feet 10 the point of beginning, containing 5.74 acres more or less subject to
easements of record and excepting therefrom the right of way of Trunk Highway No. 301
as now located and esiablished.

Sec. 2. The land shall be conveyed 10 the city of St. Cloud for use as a fire station
and for related activities. [f the property is no longer used or needed for that specific
purpose, the title shall revert to the state of Minnesota. -

Sec. 3. This act is effective the day following its final enactment.
