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Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1978, Section 169.80, Subdivision 1
amended to read:

169.80 S1ZE, WEIGHT, LOAD. Subdivision 1. LIMITATIONS. It is a
misdemeanor for apy a person to drive or move, or for the owner to cause or
knowingly permit to be driven or moved, on any a highway any a vehicle or
vehicles of a size or weight exceeding the limitations stated in sections 169.80 to
169.88, or otherwise in violation of sections 169.80 to 169.88, and the maximum
size and weight of vehicles herein speecified as prescribed in sections 169.80 to
169.88 shall be lawful throughout this state, and local authorities shall have no
power ot authority to alter these limitations except as express authority may be
granted in sections 169.80 to 169.88.

When all the axles of a vehicle or combination of vehicles are weighed
separately the sum of the weights of the axles so weighed shall be evidence of the
total gross weight of the vehicle or combination of vehicles so weighed.

When each of the axles of any group that contains two or more consecutive
axles of a vehicle or combination of vehicles have been weighed separately the
sum of the weights of the axles so weighed shall be evidence of the total gross
weight on the group of axles so weighed.

When. in any group of three or more consecutive axles of a vehicle or
combination of vehicles any axles have been weighed separately and two or more
axles consecutive 10 each other in said the group have been weighed together, the
sum of the weights of the axles weighed separately and the axles weighed together
shall be evidence of the total gross weight of the group of axles so weighed.

The provisions of sections 169.80 to 169.88 governing size. weight, and
load shall not apply to fire apparatus, or to implements of husbandry temporarily
moved upon a highway, or to loads of loose hay or corn staiks if transported by a
horse-drawn vehicle or drawn by a farm tractor, or to a vehicle operated under
the terms of a special permit issued as herein provided by law. For purposes of
sections 169.80 to 169.88, a specialized vehicle resembling a low-slung two wheel
trailer having a short bed or platform shall be deemed to be an implement of
husbandry when sueh the vehicle is used exclusively to transport implements of
husbandry; and the term “temporarily moved upon a highway™ shall mean a
movement not to exceed 50 miles.

In addition to any other special permits authorized, an annual permit may
be issued authorizing movements exceeding 50 miles of oversize vehicles and
loads when the vehicles or combination of vehicles are used exclusively to traps-
port implements of husbandry. Annual permits are issued in accordance with the
applicable provisions of section 169.86, except that the transporting vehicle or
combination of vehicles may be moved at the discretion of the permittee without
prior route approval from the permit issuing office of the department of frans-

portation if:
