1.6 Subdivision 1. Crime. A caregiver or operator who intentionally neglects a
1.7 vulnerable adult or knowingly permits conditions to exist that result in the abuse or

1.8 neglect of a vulnerable adult is guilty of a gross-misdemeanor crime. For purposes of this
1.9 section, "abuse" has the meaning given in section 626.5572, subdivision 2, and "neglect"
1.10 means a failure to provide a vulnerable adult with necessary food, clothing, shelter, health

1.11 care, or supervision.

1.12 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective August 1, 2012, and applies to crimes
