Subdivision 1. Definitions. (a) For the purposes of this section, the following terms1.10

have the meanings given them.1.11

(b) "Smart phone" means a cellular phone or other mobile device built on a mobile1.12

operating system and possessing advanced computing capability. Features a smart phone1.13

may possess include, but are not limited to, built-in applications, Internet access, digital1.14

voice service, text messaging, e-mail, and Web browsing. "Smart phone" does not include1.15

a device that has only electronic reading capability.1.16

Subd. 2. Antitheft functionality required. Any new smart phone manufactured on1.17

or after July 1, 2015, sold or purchased in Minnesota must be equipped with preloaded1.18

antitheft functionality or be capable of downloading that functionality. The functionality1.19

must be available to purchasers at no cost and easily operable by people with disabilities.1.20

The antitheft functionality may be used by a third party only with the consent of the1.21

account holder of the smart phone.1.22

(d) "Law enforcement agency" or "agency" means a duly authorized municipal,2.20

county, campus, transit, park, state, or federal law enforcement agency.2.21

(e) "Trade-in program" means a program offered by a CMRS provider, manufacturer,2.22

or retailer who is not primarily engaged in purchasing personal property of any type from2.23

Video security cameras required. (a) Each wireless communications5.21

device dealer shall install and maintain at each physical location video surveillance5.22

cameras, still digital cameras, or similar devices positioned to record or photograph a5.23

frontal view showing a readily identifiable image of the face of each seller of a wireless5.24

communications device who enters the physical location.5.25

(b) The video camera or still digital camera must be kept in operating condition and5.26

must be shown upon request to a properly identified law enforcement officer for inspection.5.27

The camera must record and display the accurate date and time. The video camera or still5.28

digital camera must be turned on at all times when the physical location is open for business5.29

and at any other time when wireless communications devices are purchased or sold.5.30

(c) Recordings and images required by paragraph (a) shall be retained by the wireless5.31

communications device dealer for a minimum period of 30 days and shall at all reasonable5.32

times be open to the inspection of any properly identified law enforcement officer.5.33

Subd. 7. Criminal penalty. A wireless communications device dealer, or the5.34

agent, employee, or representative of the wireless communications device dealer, who5.35

intentionally violates a provision of this section is guilty of a misdemeanor.5.36
