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mitted to the county anditor of the county in which such taxes
are levied, at the same time and in the same manner as other
general taxes, a statement of all such taxes by it levied, and such
taxes shall be collected and payment thereof enforced with and
in like mannecr as state and eounty taxes are colleeted and pay-
ment thereof enforeed.

Snch taxes when collected shall be used by sueh city counecil-
or common council for the purposes of repairing and grading
such public streets and highways in the city in which such taxes
arc levied as said eity council or common council may deem for
the best interests of such city, and all such repairing and grading
of public streets and highways shall be done under the super-
vigion of the city engineer of such city.

This act shall not apply to any city operating under a home
rule charter, framed pursuant to section 36, of article 4, of the
constitution of Minnesota.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in foree from and
after its passage.

dAn Act providing for the printing of the calendars for the
ceveral district courts in the State of Mianssota.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Printed ocalendars to be furnished at expense of county.—
Section 1, The clerk of the district court in each of the several
counties of this state shall provide printed calendars of the cases
to be tried at the general terms thereof at the expense of the
counties where such court is held,

Provided, that this aet shall not apply to a countly constitut-
ing one judicial distriet where only one term of court is held each
year.
