An Act to prohibit the sale or advertising for sale of cold
storage cgys without making it known to the purchaser or pro-
spective purchuser that they are cold storage eggs.

Be it enacted by the Tegislature of the Stale of Minnesofu:

Section 1, Cold storage eggs to be labelled.—No person,
firm or corporation by himself or his® agents shall sell, agree to
sell, or advertise for sale any cold storage eggs without muk-
ing- it known to the purthaser or prospective purchaser that
the cggs are cold storage eggs, and all boxds or other recep.
tacles in which cold stornge egas are sold ov delivered, in whaole-
sale or retail, shall be stamepd in a conspicuous manner with the
words: “Cold Storage Lggs.”

Bec. 2. Dairy and food commissioner to enforce provisions.
—The dairy and food commissioner of the state is charged with
the proper enforcement of all the provisions of this act.

Sec. 3. Violation a misdemeanor.—Whoever shall vielate
any of the provisions of this act shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor and on conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of
not less than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) nor more than one lhun-
dred dellars ($100.00) or by imprisonment in the county jail for
. not less than fifteen days for each and every offense.

SBec, 4, Thig act shall take effieet and be in force from and
after its passage.

An Act appropriating the sum of lLwo thousend dollurs to
be used in defraying the immedittic and nccessary crepenscs of
the state drainage board.

Section 1. $2,000 appropriated for immediate use of drain-
age commission.—That the sum of two thousand dollars, or as
much thereof as may bé required, be and the same is herchy
appropriated out of dny moneys in the state treasury not other-
wise appropriated, to delay the immediate and necessary ex-

penses of the state drainage board.
Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and

after its passage.
Approved February 25, 1915,
CHAPTER 20—H. F. No. 244,

An Act to amend Section 5747, General Statutes 19183, relat-
ing to the taking of acknowledgments und the administration of
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oaths by an officer, dir¢ctor, or stockholder of a corporation, so
as to authorize them to protest instruments in certain cuses.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Section 1. Power given for taking acknowledgments for
protesting bills of exchange, etc.—That Section 5747 of General
Statutes, 1912, be and the same is hereby amended so as fo read
as follows: :
5747, Any person aufhorized to take acknowledgmenis or
administer oaths, who is at the same time an officer, director, or
stockholder of a corporation, is hereby authorized to take acknow-
ledgments of instruments wherein such corporation is interested,
and to administer oaths to any officer, director or stockholder
of such corporation as snch, end fo protest for non-acceplance
or non-payment bills of cxchange, drafts, checks, notes and other
negotieble or non-negotiable instruments which may be mwned or
held for collection by such corporation, as fully and clfectualiy
as if be were not an officer, director or stockholder of such ¢orpo-
ration, .

CHAPTER 21—H. F. No. 161,

An Act to empower the state highway commission to aid any |
sillage or city of the third or fourth class in the construction,
rebuilding or improvement of bridges lying wholly or partly
within such village or city connecting with o stete roed, state
rural Mghiwcay, or other public highway, out of the allotment to
counties from the state rowd and bridge fund.

Be it enacted by the Legislatore of the Biate of Minnesota:

Section 1, Highway commission empowered to aid in build-
ing bridges in certain cities and villages.—The state highway com-
mission is hereby authorized to pay into the treasury of a village

- or city of the third or fourth class a part of the allolment of the

state road and bridge fund, made to any county situate as here-
inafter specified, to aid such village or city in the construction,
rebuilding or improvement of a bridge situate wholly or in part
in such village or city and connecting with a sfate road, state
rural highway or other public highway lying in the same or an
adjoining county, when requested so to do by the county board
of the county to which the allotment is made.

Sec. 2. County commissioners to authorize payment of allot-
ment.—VWhenever the council of any village or city of the third
or fourth class shall determiine that it is necessary to build,
rebuild or improve any bridge, including approaches thereto, upon
or forming a part of the street or highway, either wholly or
partly within its limits, when such bridge shall form a part or
connect with any state road, state rural highway or public street
