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" CHAPTER 98—S. F. No. 165.

An act to aguthorize the chief executive officers of state institu-
tions to execule bonds in favor of the federal government in cer-
tain cases,

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota.

Section 1. Execution of surety bonds to federal government,
and payment of same.—Whenever the laws of the United States,
or the regulations or orders of any department of the federal gov-
ernment, require the delivery of a properly executed surety bond,
conditioned in a specified manner, as a condition precedent to re-
ceiving military property, or equipment, or property of the federal
government, from the federal government, or as a prerequisite to
doing any, specified act, then and in such case the chief executive
officer of any institution under the financial control of the state
board of control may execute and deliver such bond, and if cor-
porate sureties join in the execution of the same, then the cost
thereof may be paid by such executive officer out of the funds at
his disposal. :

Sec. 2, This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.

CHAPTER 99—S. T. No. 166.

An act providing an official designation for the several state
asvlums and state hospitals for thd insawe and the hospital farm
for inebrigtes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Designation for the several Minnesota asylums,
hospitals and farm for inebriates.—That the state asylum for the
insane located at Anoka shall hereafter be known and designated
as the Anoka State Asylum; that the state asylum for the insane
located at Hastings shall hereafter be known and designated as the
Hastings State Asylum; that the state asylum for the insane and
the hospital farm for inebriates located at Willmar shall hereafter
be known and designated as the Willmar State Asylum; that the
state hospital for the insane located at Fergus Falls shall hereafter
be known and designated as the Fergus Falls State Hospital; that
the state hospital for the insane located at Rochester shall hereaf-
ter be known and designated as the Rochester State Hospital; and
that the state hospital for the insane located at St. Peter shall here-
after be known and designated as the St. Peter State Hospital.

Sec. 2. This act shall take-effect and be in force from and after
its passage. :
