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limits of any town in the state, which is exempt from loecal tax-
ation because taxes thereon are paid into the state treasury under
the provisions of the gross earnings tax law, exceeds $2,000,000 and
is equal to or greater than the taxable value of all real and personal
property, exclusive of money and ecredits within any such town,
then such town shall be entitled to receive from the state treasury,
in addition to all other taxes received thereby, such an amount
-as would be produced by computing a tax of one-third of the
current tax rate for town purposes upon sueh property so exempt
from loeal taxation, provided, that the amount which any such

. town shall receive shall not exceed $1,500 in any year. Railroad
valuations shell cover oll railroad property located in any town
except rolling stock, main tracks and fills or bndges supporling
the seme, .

An act relating to the preparation of the Session Laws.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Seetion 1, Revisor of statutez to prepare copy for session
laws.—It shall be the duty of the Revisor of Statutes, as soon as
may be after the close of each session of the legislature, to pre-
pare and deliver to the commissioner of administration printer’s
copy containing the laws and joint reselutions passed thereat, with
suitable headlines and index.

Sec. 2. Revisor to receive two engrossed copies of each bill.
—Immediately upon the passage of any bill by the legislature the
secretary of the Senate or the chief clerk of the House of Repre-
sentatives, as the case may be, shall furnish the revisor of statutes
two engr ossed copies of such bill.

9473, Disbursements—taxation and allowance.—In cvery ac-
tion in a distriet court, the prevailing party shall be allowed his
digbursements necessarily paid or incurred. Provided that in ac-
tions for the recovery of money only, of which a municipal court
has jurisdietion, the plaintiff, if he recover mo more than fifty
dollars, shall not reeover any disbursements.

vested in the Commissioner of Agrieulture, Dairy and Food to fix
the standards of composition of mllk and mllk produects. produced
and marketed in this state. Provided, however, that the Commis-
sioner of Agriculture shall not pelmlt the sale of ice eream con-
taining less than nine per cent butterfat.
