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In case additional deputy clerks shall be appointed with
the consent and sanction of the council of the city of Duluth,
as provided in Section 11 of this act, the said city council
shall fix the compensation of the deputy or deputies so
appointed. The salary of the official court reporter appointed
under Section 14 of this act shall be $3,240 per annum.
The salary of each officer shall be payable from the city
treasury of Duluth in monthly installments, and neither of
said officers shall receive any fee or compensation except as
herein provided.

In addition to the salaries hereinbefore enumerated in
said Section 52 of this act, the city council shall pay to each
and every full time judge, clerk, deputy clerk, the probation,
officer and the deputy probation officer, and court reporter,
a sum of money known and described as the cost of living
index, in the same sum and amount and to the same extent
of time as is paid to the city employees of the city of 'Duluth.

(1) Chief justice, $12,000; .
(2) Associate justices, $11,000 each;

(3) Clerk of the supreme court, $4,500; provided, that
of the moneys appropriated for salaries, $500 is additional
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salary for each of the years ending June 30, 1942, and June
30, 1943, of the clerk of the supreme court;

(4) Deputy clerk, $3,000; provided, that of the moneys
appropriated for salaries, $400 is additional salary for each
of the years ending June 30, 1942, and June 30, 1943, of the
deputy clerk of the supreme court;

(5) Stenographer, $1,500;

(6) Assistant clerk, $1,500;

(7) Supreme court reporter, $3,600;
(8) Reporter's assistant, to be appointed by him and

approved by the court, $2,000;

(9) Marshal, $1,500;
(10) . Janitor, $1,200;
(11) Each Stenographer, such sum as shall be fixed by

the justice or court commissioner appointing them, not exceed-
ing $1,500.
