Section 1. Horace Austin State Park — release of con-
ditions imposed in deed from state. The commissioner of
conservation, in behalf of the state of Minnesota, shall convey
to the city of Austin, Minnesota, without consideration by a
quitelaim deed in a form approved by the attorney general the
following described real estate:

All that portion of the northwest quarter of the
northeast quarter of section 3, township 102 north of
range 18 west, Iying north of a line drawn from the
southeast corner of lot 1, block 14, Morgan’s Addition
to Austin, Minnesota, to a point 260 feet north of the
northwest corner of lot 25, block 33, of the original
village of Austin, Minnesota, and east of the easterly
line of block 14, Morgan’s Addition to Austin, Minne-
sota, more particularly described as follows:

Commencing 260 feet north of the northwest corner
of lot 25, block 33, of the original village of Austin,
Minnesota, thence northwesterly on a line 279.5 feet
to the southeast corner of lot i, block 14, Morgan’s
Addition to Austin which point is the point of be-
ginning of the tract to be described; thence south-
easterly 243.1 feet on said last described line fo its
point of intersection with the east line of the north-
