CHAPTER 42—S. F. No. 7

An act relating to emergency vehicles; amending defini-
tion of emergency vehicles; amending Minnesota Statutes
1957, Section 169.01, Subdivision 5.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Section 169.01,
Subdivision 5, is amended to read:

Subd. 5. Authorized emergency vehicle. "Authorized
emergency vehicle" means any of the following vehicles when
equipped and identified according to law: (1) a vehicle of a
fire department; (2) a publicly owned police vehicle or a pri-
vately owned vehicle used by a police officer for police work
under agreement, express or implied, with the local authority
to which he is responsible; (3) an ambulance, whether pub-
licly or privately owned; (4) an emergency vehicle of a mu-
nicipal department or a public service corporation; (5) any
volunteer rescue squad operating pursuant to Chapter 53,
Laws 1959.
