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the trustee for recovery of such damages for the exclusive benefit of
the surviving spouse and next of kin, proportionate to the pecuniary
loss severally suffered by the death. The court on motion shall make
an order allowing such continuance and directing pleadings to be
made and issues framed as in actions begun under this section.
