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deemed wages, and a nonresident entitled to compensation taxable
under this chapter 290 and earned by him for personal services shall
be deemed an employee.

(3) Nonresidents, employer's duty. The employer of any
employee domiciled in a state with which Minnesota has reciproc-
ity under section 290.081 is not required to withhold under this
chapter from the wages earned by such employee in this state.

Sec. 3. Effective date. The provisions of this act shall be
applicable to all taxable years beginning after December 31, 1967.

CHAPTER 43—S. F. No. 109

An act relating to the attorney general; requiring him to pro-
vide opinions on questions of law to legislative committees and com-
missions; amending Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 8.05.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 8.05, is
amended to read:

8.05 Attorney General; opinions to legislative committees.
The attorney general shall prepare forms for bonds and other con-
tracts and instruments for the use of state officials, boards, and com-
missions and give legal advice in all matters relating to their official
duties, whenever required by the governor, auditor, treasurer, or
secretary of state, or any board or commission created by law. When
required by either house of the legislature he shall give, his written
opinion upon any question of law. The attorney general similarly
shall give his written opinion upon any question of law submitted
to him by a permanent or interim committee or commission of the
legislature or of either house of the legislature, including but not
limited to an interim committee of the legislature created by law for
a county containing a city of the first class.
