An act relating to motor vehicle parking facilities in Hennepin
county; providing for financing the same by issuance of revenue
honds.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1.  Subdivision 1. Hennepin county; parking
facilities.  The county of Hennepin may use and develop any prop-
erty heretofore acquired or hereafter acquired by gift, lease, purchase
or condemnation proceedings, which condemnation proceedings shall
be in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 117, any real
property within said county of Hennepin, or any interest therein,
deemed by the board of county commissioners to be needed for the
purposes of providing off street parking facilitics in conjunction with
any of the public buildings which are under the control of the board
of county commissioners for county purposes. The term ‘“‘off street
parking facilities” as used in this section includes Jots, lanes, garages,
ramps or other structures and accessories.

Subd. 2. Financing.  To accomplish the purposes set forth
in subdivision 1 of this section, the county of Hennepin may issue
bonds, the repayment of which shall be from the net revenue derived
from the facilities authorized herein or from other sources of income
which may be available to the county of Hennepin, however in no
event, shall a general ad valorem tax levy be made for the repayment
of such bonds or interest thereon.

Subd. 3. Lease and rental charges. The county of Henne-
pin may make such provision for the operation and management of
the facilities provided herein as it may deem necessary, and it may
lease and rent all or any off street parking facilities to persons, firms
or corporations to be used for purposes of automobile parking and fix
the rentals to be charged therefor, and when so leased, to regulate the
rates and charges to be exacted for the services so provided. Such
lease may require the lessee to make improvements to become the
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property of the county upon expiration or termination of the lease.
The county may, in the alternative, employ any person, firm or corpo-
ration as operating manager and agent for the county to operate and
maintain any such facility or facilities in behalf of the county under a
contract defining the terms of such employment.

8c¢c. 2. This act shall become effective only after its approval
by a majority of the governing body of the county of Hennepin and
upon compliance with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section
645.021.

An act relating to the pollution contrel agency; increasing
agency membership; amending Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section
116.02, Subdivisions 1 and 2.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1.  Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 116.02, Subdivi-
sion 1, is amended to read:

116.02 Pollution control agency, creation; member-
ship. Subdivision 1. A pollution control agency, designated
as the Minnesota pollution control agency, is hereby created.
The agency shall consist of sevem nine members appointed by the
governor, by and with the advice and consent of the senate, each for a
four year term beginning on February 15, and until his successor is
duly appointed and qualifics. One of such members shall be a person
knowledgeable in the field of agriculture. A vacancy in the office of a
member of the agency shall be filled by the governor, but with the ad-
vice and consent of the senate, for the unexpired term.

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 116.02, Subdivision
2, is amended to read:

Subd. 2. The first pollution control agency shall consist of
two members whose term shall expire on February 15, 1969, two
members whose term shall expire on February 15, 1970, one member
whose term shall expire on February 15, 1971, and two members
whose terms shall expire on February 15, 1972. After the effective
date of this act two additional members shall be appointed, one
whose term shall expire on February 15, 1971 and one whose term
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
