Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1969, Section 116.06, is amended .
by adding a subdivision to read:

Subd. 11. POLLUTION CONTROL; NOISE. “Noise” means any
sound not occurring in the natural environment, ineluding, but not

imited to, sounds emanating from aircraft and highways, and

industrial, commereial, and residential sources,

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 1969, Section 116.06, is amended by
adding a subdivision to read:

Subd. 12, “Noise pollutjon’” means the presence in the outdoor
atmosphere of any noise or combination of noises in such quantity, at
such levels, of such nature and duration or under such conditions as

could potentially be injurious to human health or welfare, to amimal
or plant life, or to property, or could interfere unreasonably wjth the

enjoyment of life or property.

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes 1969, Section 116.07, Subdivision 2, is
amended to read:

Subd. 2. ADOPTION OF STANDARDS. The pollution control
agency shall adopt standards of air quality, including maximum
allowable standards of emission of air contaminants from motor
vehicles, recognizing that due to variable factors, no single standard
of purity of air is applicable to all areas of the state. In adopting
standards the pollution control agency shall give due recognition to
the fact that the quantity or characteristics of air contaminants or
the duration of their presence in the atmosphere, which may cause air
pollution in one area of the state, may cause less or not cause any air
pollution in another area of the state, and it shall take into
consideration in this connection such factors, including others which
it may deem proper, as existing physical conditions, zoning classifica-
tions, topography, prevailing wind directions and velocities, and the
fact that a standard of air quality which may be proper as to an
essentially residential area 0% the state, may not be proper as to a
highly developed industrial area of the state. Such standards of air
quality shall be premised upon scientific knowledge of causes as well
as effects based on technically substantiated criteria and commonly
accepted practices. No local government unit shall set standards of
air quality which are more stringent than those set by the poliution
control agency.

The poilution control agency shall also adopt standards for the
control oFi?he collection, transportation and disposal of solid waste for
the prevention and abatement of water, air and land pollution,
recognizing that due to variable factors, no single standars of salid
waste control is applicable to all areas of the state. In adopting
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standards, the pollution control agency shall give due recognition to
the fact that elements of control which may be reasonable and proper
.in densely populated areas of the state may be unreasonable and
improper in sparsely populated or remote areas of the state, and it
shall take into consideration in this connection such factors, including
others which it may deem proper, as existing physical conditions,
topography, soils and geology, climate, transportation, and land use.
Such standards of solid waste control shall be premised on technical
criterial and commonly accepted practices.

The pollution control agency shall also adopt standards describ-
ing the maximum levels of noise in terms of sound pressure level
which may oceur in the outdoor atmosphere,_recognizing that due to
variable factors no single standard of sound pressure is applicable to
all areas of the state. Euch standards shall give due consideration to
such factors as the intensity of noises,gﬁle types of noises, the
frequency with which noises recur, the time period for which noises
continue, the times of day during which noises occur, and such other
factors as could affect the extent to which noises may be injurious to
human heaith or welfare, animal or plant life, or property, or could
interfere unreasonably with the enjoyment of life or property. In
adopting standards, the poliution control ageney shall give due
recognition to the fact that the quantity or characteristics of noise or
the duration of its presence in the outdoor atmosphere, which may

It shall also be the duty of every person affected Lo comply with
the provisions of sections 116.01 to 116.09 as now in force or hereafter
amended, relating to the pollution of land originating {rom the
collection, transportation and disposal of solid waste or other means,
operations, acts, or omissions causing land pollution, and with the
provisions of every regulation or standard of the pollution control
agency relating thereto, and the deposit in or on land of any other
material that may tend to cause pollution.

1t shall also be the duty of every person affected to comply with
the provisions of sections 116.01 to 116.09 as now in force or hereafter

amended, relating to sources of noise pollution, emissions, emission
facilities, treatment facilities, and other means of operation, acts or

omigsions causing air contamination or air pollution or any thereof,
and with_the provisions of every regulation or standard of the
pollution controi agency relating thereto.

Violation of any such provisior shall be a misdemeanor, punisha-
ble by a fine of not exceeding $100 or imprisonment for not exceeding
90 days. Each day of any such violation shall constitute a separate
offense. It shall be the duty of all county attorneys, sheriffs and
other peace officers, and other officers having authority in the
enforcement of the general criminal laws to take all action to the

extent of their authority, respectively, that may be necessary or
proper for the enforcement of said provisions.
