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(8) To abate nuisances and to drain swamps, marshes and
ponds on public or private property and to fill the same.

(9) To construct, reconstruct, extend, and maintain dikes and
other flood control works.

(10) To construct, reconstruct, extend and mamtam retaining
walls and area walls.,

(11) To acquire, construct, reconstruct, improve, alter, extend,
operate, maintain and promote a pedestrian skyway system.

. (12} To acquire, construet, reconstruct, extend, operate, main-
tain and promote underground pedestrian concourses.

by at least one owner. pon receipt of the application and the
approprlate fee as hereinafter provided, such snowmobile shall be

%'lstered and a registration number assigned which shall be
ffixed to the snowmobile in such manner as the commissioner of
natura] resources shall prescribe, Each deputy registrar of motor
vehicles acting pursuant to section 168.33, shall also be a deputy
registrar of snowmobiles.
