455.13 ELECTRICITY; PURCHASE OF ELECTRICITY. Any
city of this state now or hereafter owning an eleetric light and
ower plant and now or hereafter having a population of 10,000 or
ess, shall be authorized and empowered to enter into a contract or
contraets for the purchase by the city of electricity for the purpose
of operating the electric plant, upon such terms as may be
approved by a two-thirds vote of all of the members oiy the
governing body thereof. The contracts shall not be made to run
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
