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Sec. 8. [116C.08] FEDERAL FUNDS; DONATIONS. The
council may apply for, receive, and disburse federal funds made
available to the state by federal law or rules promulgated thereun-
der for any purpose related to the powers and duties of the couneil.
The council shall comply with any and all requirements of such
federal law or such rules and regulations promulgated thereunder
in order to apply for, receive, and disburse such funds. The council
is authorized to accept any donations or grants from any public or
private concern. All such moneys received by the council! shall be
deposited in the state treasury and are hereby appropriated to it
for the purpose for which they are received. None of such moneys
in the state treasury shall cancel.

See. 9. APPROPRIATION. There is hereby appropriated
$200,000 from the general fund for the operation of the council for
the biennium ending June 30, 1975,

An act relating to the interpretation of Minnesota Statutes,
definitions; defining “public member”; amending Minnesota Stat-
utes 1971, Section 645.44, by adding a subdivision.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1971, Section 645.44, is amended
by adding a subdivision to read:

Subd. 5a. MINNESOTA STATUTES, INTERPRETATION;

PUBLIC MEMBER. “Public member” means a person_who is_not,
or never was, a member of the profession or occupation being

licensed or regulated or the spouse of any such person, or a person
who has not, or never has been employed by or had a financial
interest in, had the professional service being licensed or regulated,
or an activity directly related to the profession or occupation being
licensed or_regulated.

See. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE. This act shall take effect the day
next_following its final enactment.
