Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [299G.12) HANDICAPPED PERSONS; SYMBOL
INDICATING WHEELCHAIR ACCESS. Subdivision 1. STATE-
MENT OF POLICY AND PURPOSE. The legislature finds that
there is an urgent need to adopt an internationally accepted symbol
to indicate buildings and facilities which are accessible to and
usable by persons in wheelchairs, that a wheelchair symbol has
been adopted by Rehabilitation International's Eleventh World
Congress, and that this symbol is universally recognized by the
wheelchair user.
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
