Section 1. CONVEYANCE OF STATE LANDS; CAMBRIDGE
MEMORIAL HOSPITAL. Subdivision 1. The governor, upon recom-
mendation of the commissioner of administration, shall transfer and
convey, by quitclaim deed, in the form the attorney general approves,
in the name of the state of Minnesota, to the Cambridge memorial hos-
pital, Cambridge, the following described lands in Isanti county, owned
by the state in connection with the Cambridge state hospital:

The North 346.5 feet of the East 1098 feet of Lot Thirty, Auditor’s

Subdivision No. 9, Village of Cambridge, Isanti County, Minne-

sota, except that part thereof previcusly deeded to grantee by

grantor as described in quitclaim deed dated August 10, 1967 and
recorded on the 21st day of September 1967, in Book 65" of

Deeds, page 257, as Instrument No. 168124,

Sec. 2. The consideration to be paid by Cambridge memorial hos-
pital, Cambridge, to the state for the conveyance provided for herein
shall not be less than the appraised value of such described property
and the cost of the appraisal as provided in Minnesota Statutes, Sec-
tion 94.10. The appraisals shall be in the manner prescribed by Minne-
sota Statutes, Section 94.10, but no survey of such described property
is necessary.
