121.83 MINNESOTA EDUCATION COUNCIL; COMPENSATION
OF MEMBERS. There is hereby established the Minnesota education
council composed of the members of the education commission of the
states representing this state, and 32 other persons, four from each
congressional district of which two shall be legislators, appointed by
the governor for terms coinciding with the term of the appointing gov-
ernor. Persons other than legislators shall be selected so as to be
broadly representative of professional and lay interests within this
state having the responsibilities for, knowledge with respect to, and in-
terest in educational matters. The chairman shall be designated by the
governor from among its members. The council shall meet on the call
of the governar, but in any event the council shall meet not less than
twice in each year. The council may consider any and all matters re-
lating to recommendations of the education commission of the states
and the activities of the members representing this state thereon, shall
serve as a forum for major education policies, and shall serve to ex-
change information about important education activities of interest to
all parties.
