An act relating £« employments licensed by the state; architects, engineers
and surveyors; raising the minimum public building cost for which services of a li-
censed architect, engineer or land surveyor are required; amending Minnesota Stat-
utes 1974, Section 326.03, Subdivision 2.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MIN-
NESOTA:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1974, Section 326.03, Subdivision 2,
is amended to read:

Subd. 2. ARCHITECTS, ENGINEERS AND SURVEYORS; PUB-
LIC PROJECTS REQUIRING SERVICES; EXCEPTIONS. Nothing con-
tained in sections 326.02 to 326.16 shall prevent persons from advertis-
ing and performing services such as consultation, investigation, or
evaluation in connection with, or from making plans and specifications
for, or from supervising, the erection, enlargement, or alteration of any
of the following buildings:

(a) Dwellings for single families, and outbuildings in connection
therewith, such as barns and private garages;

(b) Two family dwellings;

(c) Any farm building or accessory thereto;

(d) Temporary .buildings or sheds used exclusively for construc-
tion purposes, not exceeding two stories in height, and not used for liv-
ing quarters;

(e) Any public work or public improvement done by a public body
in this state, the cost of which does not exceed $2.000 $30.000 , pro-
vided that plans and specifications for such work or improvement af-
fecting water supply or waste disposal are approved by the appropri-
ate state agency; or

(f) Any building, structure, or work, the total cost of which does
not exceed $30,000.

Sec. 2. This act is effective the day following its final enactment.
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
