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vertical surface of the shelter. The benches shall not be placed or maintained on the
portion of the highway or street prepared and maintained for vehicle traffic.

The council of any city rjTaVj by public negotiation or bid, grant franchises for the
construction, operation or maintenance of bus shelters and benches on streets and
highways within the city. The franchises shall be granted subject to terms and conditions
as the city rnay prescribe, including the payment of compensation to the city. This
provision does not preclude the requirement for obtaining permits from the appropriate
road authority having jurisdiction for construction within the limits of any t runk highway.
county highway, or county state-a id highway.

On streets and highways outside of cities, the road authority may, by. public
negotiation or bid, grant franchises for the construction, operation or maintenance of bus
shelters and benches on streets and highways within the road authority's jurisdiction. The
franchises shall be granted subject to terms and conditions as the road authority may
prescribe, including the payment of compensation to the road authority.
