WHEREAS:  Recent Minnesota Supreme Court rulings have led to a reexam-
ination of Minnesota’s Sexual Predator laws; and

WHEREAS:  The Legislative Task Force on Sexual Predators and other legis-
lative committees have held hearings and developed recommen-
dations for legislation; and

WHEREAS: An informal working group consisting of the Attorney General’s
office and officials from the Departments of Corrections and
Human Services have reviewed the current law and developed
recommendations for legislation along with the Legislative Task
Force and the Governor’s office; and

provide prosecutors with some additional tools to deal with sex-
val predators in the civil commitment process; and
