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During the pendency of said appeal, if the state agency
has awarded assistance to a recipient, said assistance shall
be paid to him pending the determination of said appeal. The
state agency and the district court shall construe the act
liberally in favor of the blind applicant to the end that the
applicant shall be awarded sufficient assistance compatible
with decency and health.

Sec. 3. Law amended.—Mason's Supplement 1940, Section
3199-76, is hereby amended to read as follows:

"3199-76. Reconsideration of assistance grants. — All
assistance grants made under this act shall be reconsidered
as frequently as may be required by the rules of the state
agency. After such reconsideration, the grant of assistance
may be modified, suspended or revoked as indicated by a rein-
vestigation of the recipient's financial circumstances as deter-
mined upon his living needs."

CHAPTER 353—H. F. No. 759
An act relating to gifts to the state or its institutions;

amending Mason's Minnesota Statutes of 1927, Sections 89
and 02.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1.. Law amended.—Mason's Minnesota Statutes
of 1927, Section 89, is hereby amended to read as follows:

"89. Gifts—acceptance.—The state treasurer is hereby
authorized to receive and accept, on behalf of the state of
Minnesota, any gift, bequest, devise or endowment which may
be made by any person, by will, deed or gift or otherwise,
to or for the benefit of the state or any of its departments or
agencies, or to or in aid, or for the benefit, support or main-
tenance of any educational, charitable or other institution
maintained in whole or in part by the state of Minnesota, or
for the benefit of students, employees or inmates thereof, or
for any proper state purpose or function, and the money, prop-
erty or funds constituting such gifts, bequest, or devise or
endowment. Provided, however, that no such gift, bequest,
devise or endowment shall be so accepted unless the governor,
the state auditor and the state treasurer shall determine that
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it is for the interest of the state to accept the same, and shall
approve of and direct such acceptance. When in order to
effect the.purpose for which any such gift, bequest, devise,
or endoivment has been accepted, it is necessary to sell any
property so received, the state treasurer, upon request of the
authority in charge of the agency, department, or institution
concerned, may sell the same at a price ^oh^ch shall be fixed
by the state board of investment."

Sec. 2. Law amended.—Mason's Minnesota Statutes of
1927, Section 92, is hereby amended to read as follows:

"92. Payments by the State Treasurer.—In the event that
such gift, bequest, devise or endoioment is made or desig-
nated by the donor for a certain institution, department, or
agency, the state treasurer shall, from time to time, pay out
in the usual manner, upon the order of the board, commission
or other body charged with the direct and immediate super-
vision, control or management of the designated institution,
department or agency, all money which may become available
for such purpose under the terms of such will, deed or gift
or other instrument; and the same shall be expended and
applied by such board, commission or other body as nearly
as may be, in accordance with the terms and conditions of such
gift, bequest, devise or endowment."

An act relating to the regulation of the sale and offering

and exposing for sale of concentrated commercial feeding stuff,
amending Mason's Minnesota Statutes of 1927, Section 8883.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Section 1. Law amended.—Mason's Minnesota Statutes of

1927, Section 3883, is hereby amended so as to read as follows:
"3883. Articles included within terms.—The term "con-

centrated commercial feeding stuffs" as used in this act, shall
include linseed meals, cocoanut meals, gluten feeds, gluten
meals, germ feeds, corn feeds, maize feeds, starch feeds, sugar
feeds, dried brewer's grains, malt sprouts, dried distiller's
grains, dried beet refuse, hominy feeds; ceraline feeds, rice
meals, rice bran, rice polish, peanut meals, oat feeds, corn and
