An act to prescribe the bounds of senatorial and re-pre-

sent&tive ' districts, to apportion anew the senators and,
representatives among the several districts; repealing Minne-
sota Statutes 1957, Sections 2.02 to 2.71.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [2.02] Number of members. For each
legislature, until a new apportionment shall have teen made,
the senate of this state shall be composed of 67 members and
the house of representatives shall be composed of 135 mem-
bers.

Sec. 2. [2.03] Apportionment. The representa-
tives in the senate and house of representatives shall be ap-
portioned throughout the state in 67 senatorial and repre-
sentative districts.

Sec. 3. [2.04] First district. The first district
shall be composed of the counties of Houston and Fillmore and
shall be entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.
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The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Houston shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Fillmore shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one.representative. '

Sec. 4. [2.05] Second district. The second district
shall be composed of the county of Winona and shall be en-
titled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The city of Winona shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative; and

•The county of Winona, except the city of Winona, shall
constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one repre-
sentative.

Sec. 5. [2.06] Third district. The third district
shall be composed of the county of Wabasha and all of the
county of Olmsted, except the city of Rochester and 'the town-
ships of Haverhill, Cascade, Rochester, and Marion, and shall
be entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Wabasha shall constitute one district and-
shall be entitled to elect one.representative; and

The county of Olmsted, except the city of Rochester and
the townships of Haverhill, Cascade, Rochester, and Marion,
shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one
representative.

Sec. 6. [2.07] . Fourth district. The fourth district
shall be composed of the city of Rochester and the townships

-of Haverhill, Cascade, Rochester, and Marion all in Olmsted
county and shall be entitled to elect one senator and one
representative.

Sec. 7. [2.08] Fifth district. The. fifth district
shall be composed of the. counties of Mower and Dodge and
shall be entitled to elect one senator and three representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Mower except the city of Austin shall con-
stitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one repre-
sentative; and
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The city of Austin in Mower county shall constitute one
district and shall be entitled to elect'one representative; and

The county of Dodge shall constitute on« district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 8. [2.09] Sixth district. The sixth district
shall be composed of the county of Goodhue and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and one representative,

Sec. 9. [2.10] Seventh district. The seventh dis-
trict shall be composed of the county of Rice and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and one representative. =

Sec. 10. [2.11] Eighth district. The eighth dis-
trict shall be composed of the counties of Waseca and Steele
and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two representa-
tives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Waseca shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Steele shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 11. [2.12] Ninth district. The ninth district
shall be composed of the county of Fre«born and shall he
entitled to elect one senator and one representative.

Sec. 12. [2.13] Tenth district. The tenth district
shall be composed of the counties of Faribault and Martin and
shall be entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Faribault shall constitute one district and
- shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Martin shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 13. [2.14] Eleventh district. The eleventh
district shall be composed of the county of Blue Earth and
shall be entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The city of Mankato shall constitute one district and
1 be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Blue Earth, except the city of Mankato,
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shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one
representative.

Sec. 14. [2,15] Twelfth district. The twelfth dis-
trict shall be composed of the counties of LeSueur and Scott
and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two representa-
tives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of LeSueur shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Scott shall constitute one district and shall

be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 15. [2.16] Thirteenth district. The thirteenth

district shall be composed of the county of Dakota and shall
be entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The cities of South St. Paul and West St. Paul and the

Village of Inver Grove shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Dakota, except the cities of South St. Paul
and West St. Paul and the Village of Inver Grove, shall con-
stitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one represen-
tative.

Sec. 16. [2.17] Fourteenth district. The fourteenth
district shall be composed of the counties of McLeod and
Carver and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two rep-
resentatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of McLeod shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Carver shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 17. [2.18] Fifteenth district. The fifteenth
district shall be composed -of the counties of Nicollet and
Sibley and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two repre-
sentatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Nicollet shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
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The county of Sibley shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

. Sec. 18. [2.19] Sixteenth district. The sixteenth
district shall be composed of the counties of Meeker and Ren-
ville and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two repre-.
sentatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Meeker shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The 'county of Renville shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 19. [2.20] Seventeenth district. The seven-

teenth district shall be composed of the counties of Redwood
and Brown and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two
representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Redwood shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Brown shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative. . .
Sec. 20. [2.21] 'Eighteenth district. The eight-

eenth district shall be composed of the counties of Watoiwan,
Cottonwood, and Jackson and shall be entitled to elect one
senator and three representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Watonwan shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Cottonwood- shall constitute one district

and shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Jackson shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 21. [2.22] Nineteenth district. The nineteenth

district shall be composed of the counties of Nobles, Rock, and
Murray and shall be entitled'to elect one senator and three
representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Nobles shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
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The county of Rock shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Murray shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 22. [2.23] Twentieth district. The twentieth
district shall be composed of the counties of Lincoln, Pipe-
stone, and Lyon and shall be entitled to elect one senator and
three representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Lincoln shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect' one representative; and
The county of Pipestone shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Lyon shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 23. [2.24] Twenty-first district. The twenty-
first district shall be composed of the counties of Pine, Chi-
sago, and Isanti and shall be entitled to elect one senator and
two representatives.

The counties of Chisago and Isanti shall constitute one
district and shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 24. [2.25] Twenty-second district. The twen-
ty-second district shall be composed of the counties of Lac qui
Parle, Chippewa, and Yellow Medicine and shall be entitled
to elect one senator and three representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Lac qui Parle shall constitute one district
and shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

. The county of Chippewa shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Yellow Medicine shall constitute one dis-
trict and shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 25. [2.26] Twenty-third district. The twenty-
third district shall be composed of the counties of Swift and
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Kandiyohi and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two
representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Swift shall constitute one district and shall

be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Kandiyohi shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 26. [2.27] Twenty-fourth district. The twen-

ty-fourth district shall be composed of the counties of Stevens,
Biff Stone, Traverse and Grant and shall be entitled to1 elect
one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The counties of Stevens and Grant shall constitute one

district and shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The counties of Traverse and Big Stone shall constitute

one district and shall be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 27. [2.28] Twenty-fifth district. The twenty-

fifth district shall be composed of the counties of Douglas and
Pope and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two repre-
sentatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The county of Douglas shall constitute one district and

shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
The county of Pope shall constitute one district and shall

be entitled to elect one representative.
Sec. 28. [2.29] Twenty-sixth district. The twenty-

sixth district shall be composed of the county of Stearns ex-
cept the city of St. Cloud, the Village of Waite Park, and the
township of St. Cloud and shall be entitled to elect one senator
and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The villages of Meire Grove, Brooten, Belgrade, Paynes-

ville, Freeport, St. Rosa, New Munich, St. Martin, Spring Hill,
Greenwald, Lake Henry, Elrosa and Roscoe, the cities of Sauk
Centre and Melrose, the towns of Ashley, Sauk Centre, Mel-
rose, Raymond, Getty, Grove, North Fork, Lake George,
Spring Hill, Crow Lake, Crow River, Lake Henry, Zion, Mill-
wood, Oak, St. Martin and Paynesville shall constitute one
district and shall be entitled to elect one representative; and
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The remainder of the twenty-sixth district shall consti-
tute one district and shall be entitled to elect one representa-
tive.

Sec. 29. [2.30] Twenty-seventh district. The twen-
ty-seventh district shall be composed of that portion of the
city of St. Cloud located in Stearns county, the/village of Waite
Park, and the township of St. Cloud in Stekrns county, the
county of Benton and that portion of the city of St. Cloud
located in the county of Sherburne, and shall be entitled to
elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
That portion of the city of St. Cloud located in Stearns

county, the village of Waite Park, and the township of St.
Cloud in Stearns county shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative; and

The county of Benton and that portion of the city of St.
Cloud located in Sherburne county shall constitute one district
and shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 30. [2.31] Twenty-eighth district. The twen-
ty-eighth district shall be composed of the counties of Kana-
bec, Mille Lacs and Sherburne, except that part of the city
of St. Cloud lying within Sherburne county, and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

Sec. 31. [2.32] Twenty-ninth district. The twenty-
ninth district shall be composed .of the county of Wright and
shall be entitled to elect one senator and one representative.

Sec. 32. [2.33] Thirtieth district. The thirtieth dis-
trict shall be composed of the city of Robbinsdale, the villages
of Brooklyn Center, Brooklyn Park, Crystal, Golden Valley,
Greenfield, Rockford, Hanover, Rogers, Maple Grove, Dayton,
Champlin, and Osseo and the townships of Champlin, Dayton,
Hassan, and Corcoran all in Hennepin county and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The city of Robbinsdale and the villages of Brooklyn
Center and Brooklyn Park shall constitute one district and
shal! be entitled to elect one representative; and

The villages of Crystal, Golden Valley, Greenfield, Rock-
ford, Hanover, Rogers, Maple Grove, Dayton, Champlin, and
Osseo and the townships of Champlin, Dayton, Hassan, and
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Corcoran shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to
elect one representative.

See, S3. [2.34] Thirty-first district. The thirty-
first district shall be composed of the city of Wayzata, the
villages of New Hope, Plymouth, Medicine Lake, Minnetonka,
Deephaven, Woodland, Excelsior, Tonka Bay, Shorewood, Min-
netonka Beach, Spring Park, Island Park, Orono, Mound,
Saint Bonifacius, Long Lake, Greenwood, Maple Plain, Inde-
pendence, Loretto, and Medina and the townships of Eden
Prairie and Minnetrista all in Hennepin county and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The villages of New Hope, Plymouth, Medicine Lake, and
Minnetonka and the township of Eden Prairie shall constitute
one district and be entitled to elect one representative; and

The city of Wayzata, the villages of Deephaven, Woodland,
Excelsior, Tonka Bay, Shorewood, Minnetonka Beach, Spring
Park, Island Park, Orono, Mound, Saint Bonifacius, Long
Lake, Greenwood, Maple Plain, Independence, Loretto, .and
Medina arid the township of Minnetrista, shall constitute one
district and be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 34. [2.35] Thirty-second district. The thirty-
second district shall be composed of the villages of Blooming-
ton and Richfield in Hennepin county and the Fort Snelling
reservation, and shall be entitled to elect one senator and two
representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:
The village of Bloomirigton shall constitute one district

and shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The village of Richfield and Fort Snelling reservation
shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect one
representative.

Sec. 35. [2.36] Thirty-third district. The thirty-
third district shall be composed of the villages of Edina, and
Morningside and the cities of St. Louis Park and Hopkins all
located in- Hennepin county and shall be entitled to elect one
senator and two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The city of Hopkins and villages of Edina and Morning-
side shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to elect
one representative; and "
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The city of St. Louis Park shall constitute one district
and shall be entitled to elect one representative.

sippi River as now existing extended southerly from the in-
tersection of East 24th Street and the main channel of the
Mississippi River to the city limits; on the south by the city
limits; on the west by the middle line of Standish Avenue and
the extension thereof extended northerly from the city limits
to the center of the intersection of Standish Avenue and East
56th Street; thence extended easterly to the center of the inter-

The thirty-fifth
district shall be composed of all that part of the city of Min-
neapolis bounded on the south by the city limits; on the west
by the middle line of Nicollet Avenue extended northerly from
the city limits to the center of the intersection of 34th Street
and Nicollet Avenue; thence easterly along the center line
of East 34th Street to the center of the intersection of East
34th Street and Chicago Avenue; thence northerly along the
center line of Chicago Avenue to the center of the intersection
of Chicago Avenue and East 24th Street; bounded on the north
by the middle line of East 24th Street extended easterly from
the center of the intersection of Chicago Avenue and East
24th Street to the center of the intersection of Hiawatha
Avenue and East 24th Street; bounded on the east by a line
extended southeasterly from the center of the intersection of
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Hiawatha Avenue and East 24th Street to the center of tie
intersection of Hiawatha Avenue and East 28th Street; thence
extended westerly to the center of the intersection of East

Avenue and East 34th Street; thence northerly along the mid-
dle line of Chicago Avenue to the center of the intersection of
Chicago Avenue and East 24th Street; thence westerly along
the middle line of East 24th Street to the center of the inter-
section of Nicollet Avenue and East 24th Street; thence
northerly along the center line of Nicollet Avenue to the center
of the intersection of Franklin Avenue and Nicollet Avenue;
thence extending westerly along the middle line of Franklin
Avenue and continuing such extension west to the city limits;
thence southerly along the city limits to the center of West

of Calhoun Boulevard to the center of the intersection of Cal-
houn Boulevard and West 34th Street; thence easterly along
the center line of West 34th Street to the point of beginning
being the center of the intersection of Chicago Avenue and
East 34th Street, and shall be entitled to elect one senator and
two representatives.

Sec. 39. [2.40] Thirty-seventh district. The thirty-
seventh district shall be composed of all that part of the city
of Minneapolis encompassed by a line commencing at the
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point where the westerly city limits intersects the center-line
of West Lake Street; thence easterly along the centeTTine of
West Lake Street to the center line of Calhoun, Boulevard;
thence continuing along the center line of Calhoun Boulevard
around the northerly and easterly shores of Lake Calhoun to
the center line of West 34th Street; thence along the center
line of West 34th Street to the center line of Nicollet Avenue;
thence southerly along the center line of Nicollet Avenue to
the southerly city limits; thence westerly, northerly, westerly,
and northerly along the line of the city limits to the point of
commencement and shall be entitled to elect one senator and
two representatives.

Sec. 40. [2.41] Thirty-eighth district. The thirty-
eighth district shall be composed of all that part of the city
of Minneapolis bounded on the west by the city limits; bounded
on the north by the middle line of Olson Memorial Highway
extended easterly from the city' limits to the center of the in-
tersection of Olson Memorial Highway and 6th Street North;
thence extended southeasterly to the center of the intersec-
tion of 6th Street North and Hennepin Avenue; bounded on
the east by the middle line of Hennepin Avenue extended
southwesterly from the center of the intersection of Hennepin
Avenue and 6th Street to the center of the intersection of
Hennepin Avenue and 10th Street; thence extended south-
easterly to the center of the intersection of 10th Street South
and Nicollet Avenue; thence extended southwesterly and
southerly to the center of the intersection of Nicollet Avenue
and Franklin Avenue; bounded on the south by the middle
line of West Franklin Avenue and the extension thereof ex-
tended westerly from the center of the intersection of Franklin
Avenue and Nicollet Avenue to the city limits and shall be
entitled to elect one senator and two representatives.

Sec. 41. [2.42] Thirty-ninth district. The thirty-
ninth district shall be composed of all that part of the city of
Minneapolis bounded on the north and west by the city limits;
on the south by the middle line of Olson Memorial Highway
extended easterly from the city limits to the center of the
intersection of Olson Memorial Highway and Bryant Avenue
North; on the east by the middle line of Bryant Avenue North
extended northerly from Olson Memorial Highway to the
center of the intersection of Bryant Avenue North and 30th
Avenue North; thence extended westerly to the center of the
intersection of Colfax Avenue North and 30th Avenue North;
thence extended northerly to the center of the intersection of
Colfax Avenue North and Lowry Avenue North; thence ex-
tended easterly to the center of the intersection of Lowry
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Avenue and Bryant Avenue North; thence extended northerly
to the center of the intersection of Bryant Avenue North and
41st Avenue North; thence extended easterly to the center of
the intersection of 41st Avenue North and Lyndale Avenue
North; thence extended northerly- to the intersection of Lyn-
dale Avenue North and 44th Avenue North; thence extended
easterly along the extension of 44th Avenue North to the main
channel of the Mississippi River as now existing; thence ex-
tended northerly along the center line of the main channel of
said river to the city limits and shall be entitled to elect one
senator and two representatives.

The fortieth dis-
trict shall be composed of all that part of the city of Min-
neapolis bounded on the east by the middle line of 5th Street
Northeast extended southerly from the center of the inter-
section of 5th Street Northeast and the city limits to the center

.of the intersection of 5th Street and Broadway Street North-
east ; thence extended easterly to the center of the intersec-
tion of" Broadway Street Northeast and Central Avenue;
thence extended southerly to the center of the intersection of
Central Avenue and Harrison Street Northeast; thence ex-
tended southerly to the center of the intersection of Harrison
Street Northeast and East Hennepin Avenue; bounded on the
south by the middle line of East Hennepin Avenue extended
southwesterly from the center of the intersection of East Hen-
nepin Avenue and Harrison Street Northeast to the center of
the intersection of East Hennepin Avenue and Hennepin Ave-
nue; thence extended southwesterly to the center of the inter-
section of Hennepin Avenue and 6th Street North; thence
extended northwesterly to the center of the intersection of 6th
Street North and Olson Memorial Highway; thence extended
westerly "to. the intersection of Olson Memorial Highway and
Bryant Avenue North; bounded on the west by the middle line
of Bryant Avenue North extended northerly from the center
of the intersection of Olson Memorial Highway and Bryant
Avenue North to the center of the intersection of Bryant
Avenue North and 30th Avenue North; thence extended
westerly to the center of the intersection of 30th Avenue North
and Colfax Avenue North; thence extended northerly to the
center of the intersection of Colfax Avenue North and Lowry
Avenue North; thence extended easterly to the center of the
intersection of Lowry Avenue North and Bryant Avenue
North; thence extended northerly to the center of the inter-
section of Bryant Avenue North and 41st Avenue North;

east extended southerly from the city limits to the center of
the intersection of 5th Street Northeast and Broadway Street
Northeast; thence extended easterly to the center of the inter-
section of Broadway Street Northeast and Central Avenue;
thence extended southerly to the center of the intersection of
Central Avenue and Harrison' Street Northeast; thence ex-
tended southerly to the center of the intersection of Harrison
Street Northeast and East Hennepin Avenue; thence extended
southwesterly to the intersection of East Hennepin Avenue
and the main channel of the Mississippi River as it now exists;

The forty-third district south shall be composed of all of
the remainder of said forty-third district and shall be en-
titled to elect one representative.

Sec. 46. [2.47] Forty-fourth district. The forty-
fourth district shall be composed of all of that part of the city
of St. Paul lying within the following boundary: Commencing
at a point where the center line of University Avenue inter-
sects the westerly boundary of Ramsey county; thence easterly
along the center line of University Avenue to a point of its
intersection with Hamline Avenue; thence south along the
center line of Hamline Avenue to its intersection with the

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The county of Norman shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and

The counties of Mahnomen and Clearwater shall consti-
tute one district and shall be entitled to elect one representa-
tive.

Sec. 68. '[2.69] Sixty-sixth district. The sixty-sixth
district shall be composed of the counties of Pennington, Red
Lake and Polk and shall be entitled to elect one senator and
two representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The counties of Pennington and Red Lake shall constitute
one district and shall be entitled to elect one representative;
and

The county of Polk shall constitute one district and shall
be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 69. [2.70] Sixty-seventh district. The sixty-
seventh district shall be composed of the counties of Kittson,
Roseau, and Marshall and shall be entitled to elect one sena-
tor and three representatives.

The representative districts shall be divided as follows:

The county of Kittson shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative; and the county
of Roseau shall constitute one district and shall be entitled to
elect one representative; and

The county of Marshall shall constitute one district and
shall be entitled to elect one representative.

Sec. 70. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Sections 2.02 to 2.71
are hereby repealed.

Sec. 71. [2.71] This act is in effect on January 1,
1962, and shall apply to the members of the legislature elected
for any regular session thereof occurring thereafter.

Sec. 72. [2.715] It is the intent that each provision
of section 1 to 71 shall not be severable and that each provi-
sion be considered to be essentially and inseparably connected
with and dependent upon every other provision.
