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CHAPTER 122—H. F. No. 374

An act relating to authorization for non-emergency medical care;
amending Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 256.01, Subdivision 2.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 2536.01, Subdi-
vision 2, is amended to read:

Subd. 2.  Public welfare; medical care; specific powers. The
commissioner of public welfare shall:

(1)  Administer and supervise all forms of public assistance
in the state including general relief, relief to transients and state home-
less, old age assistance, aid to dependent children, aid to the blind
and otherwise handicapped persons and such other welfare activities
or services as may from time to time be vested in the commissioner.
Nothing herein shall transfer from the soldiers home board any of its
present rights, powers, or duties, all of which shall continue to be
exercised by said board.

(2)  Administer and supervise all child welfare activities; pro-
mote the enforcement of laws protecting defective, illegitimate, depend-
ent, neglected and delinquent children; license and supervise child-
caring and child-placing agencies and institutions; supervise the care
of children in boarding and foster homes or in private institutions;
and generally perform all functions relating to the field of child wel-
fare now vested in the state board of control.

(3)  Administer and supervise all non-institutional service to
handicapped persons, including the blind, the deaf, the tuberculous,
the crippled, and otherwise handicapped persons. The authority and
power conferred by this subdivision shall include the authority and
power to provide and contract for the care and treatment of qualified
indigent children, as defined in section 250.02, in facilities other
than those located and available at the Gillette state hospital for
crippled children when it is not feasible to provide such service in
that hospital.

(4)  Assist and actively cooperate with other departments,
agencies and institutions, local, state, and federal, by performing
services in conformity with the purposes of Laws 1939, Chapter 431,
including the establishment of an efficient working relationship with
the director of institutions relating to the care and supervision of in-
dividuals both prior to and after departure from institutions under the
supervision of said director of institutions.

(5)  Act as the agent of and cooperate with the federal gov-
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ernment in matters of mutual concern relative to and in conformity
with the provisions of Laws 1939, Chapter 431, including the ad-
ministration of any federal funds granted to the state to aid in the
performance of any functions of the commissioner as specified in
Laws 1939, Chapter 431, and including the promulgation of rules
and regulations making uniformly available medical care benefits to
all recipients of public assistance, at such times as the federal govern-
ment increases its participation in assistance expenditures for medi-
cal care to recipients of public assistance, the cost thereof to be
borne in the same proportion as are grants of aid to said recipients.

(6)  Establish and maintain such administrative units as may
reasonably be necessary for the performance of administrative func-
tions commen to all divisions of the department.

. (7)  Administer and supervise such additional welfare activi-
ties and services as may, from time to time, hereafter be vested by
law in the state department.

(8)  Establish within his department a bureau of old age as-
sistance, of aid to dependent children, and a bureau of child welfare.

(9) The commissioner is hercby specifically constituted as
guardian of both the estate and the person of all the wards of the
state of Minnesota and other persons the guardianship of whom has
been heretofore vested in the state board of control; whether by opera-
tion of law or by an order of court, without any further act or pro-
ceeding whatever, except as to persons committed as feebleminded
or epileptic. All of said guardianships, and the funds and property
of the same, are hereby transferred to and vested in said commis-
sioner, and said commissioner is hereby constituted a legai entity and
is hereby empowered to act as guardian under any laws of this state
heretofore conferring such powers upon the state board of control.

(10)  All the powers and duties vested in or imposed upon
the director of public institutions with reference to the Minnesota state
sanatorium are hereby transferred to, vested in, and imposed upon
the commissioner of public welfare. The commissioner of public
welfare shall appoint the superintendent of the Minnesota state sana-
torium, but shall not have the power to fix his salary.

(11)  Act as coordinating referral and informational center
on requests for service for newly arrived immigrants coming to Min-
nesota.

(12)  The specific enumeration of powers and duties as here-
inabove set forth shall in no way be construed to be a limitation
upon the general transfer of powers herein contained.
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(13)  Establish county, regional, or state-wide schedules of
maximum fees and charges which may be paid by county welfare
boards for medical, dental, surgical, hospital, nursing and nursing
home care and medicine and medical supplies under the categorical
aid programs.

4)—Requtire that eounty welfare beards shall not pay for
nen-cmergeney surgieal; hospital: or lieensed nursing home eare under
the eategorieal aid programs unless the board has given prior authori-
zation for such earc: and authorize eounty welare boards to require
prior anthorization for non-emergeney medieal: dental or nursing eare
or medicine and mediead supplies:

CHAPTER 123—H. F. No. 890

An act relating to Independent School District No. 318 entering
into agreements for recreation programs with the village of Grand
Rapids.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1.  Grand Rapids, village of; school-village recreation
program.  Independent School District No. 318, Grand Rapids,
Minnesota, may enter into agreements with the village of Grand
Rapids to carry cut any of the provisions of Minnesota Statutes,
Sections 471,15 to 471.19, without the approval of the voters of the
district.

Sec. 2.  This act shall become effective upon its approval by
the governing bodies of Independent School District No. 318, and the
village of Grand Rapids, and upon compliance with the provisions
of Minnesota Statutes, Section 645.021.
