CHAPTER 281—H. F. No. 1935

An act relating to highway traffic regulations; regulating traffic
near fire station driveways; amending Minnesota Statutes 1965, Sec-
tion 169.40.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 169.40, is
amended to read:

169.40 Fire stations; traffic regulations. Subdivision J.
The driver of any vehicle other than one on official business shall
not follow any fire apparatus traveling in response to a fire alarm
closer than 500 feet, or drive into or park such vehicle within the
block where fire apparatus has stopped in answer to a fire alarm.

Subd. 2. No person shall drive a vehicle within 50 feet of the
driveway entrance to any fire station while fire apparatus is being
driven into the fire station unless he is on official business.
