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debts having preference under laws of the United States, and taxes,
the representative by order of the court may pay the same in the
order named, and file his final account with his petition for the set-
tlement and allowance thereof. Thereupon the court with or without
notice may adjust, correct, settle, allow, or disallow such account,
and if the account be allowed, summarily determine the heirs, lega-
tees, and devisees in its final decree assigning to them their share or
part of the property with which the representative is charged upon
the allowance of his final account, and close the administration,

Subd. 2. If upon hearing of a petition for summary assign-
ment or distribution, for special administration, general administra-
tion, or for the probate of a will, the court determines that there is
no need for the appointment of a representative and that the admin-
istration should be closed summarily for the reason that all of the
property in the estate is exempt from all debts and charges in the
probate court, a final decree may be entered, with or without notice,
assigning such property to the persons entitled thereto pursuant to
the terms of the will, or if there be none, pursuant to the law of in-
testate succession in force at the time of the decedent’s death.

Subd. 3. Summary distribution may be made under this sec-
tion in any proceeding of any real, personal, or other property in
kind in reimbursement or payment of the allowances to the spouse
and children mentioned in said section 525.15, expenses of admin-
istration, funeral expenses, expenses of last illness, debts having pre-
ference under the laws of the United States, and taxes, in the order
named, whenever the court is satisfied as to the propriety thereof
and as to the valuation, based upon appraisal in the case of real es-
tate other than homestead, of the property being assigned to exhaust
the assets of the estate.

Subd. 2. Highways; seasonzl load restrictions. Except
where restrictions are imposed as provided in subdivision 1, no per-
son shall operate any vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any
county or town road during the period between March 20 and May
15 of each year where the gross weight on any single axle, as de-
fined in Minnesota Statutes 1945, Section 169.83, exceeds $;660
10,000 pounds; provided, that there shall be excepted and exempted
from the provistons of this section emergency vehicles of public
utilities used incidental to making repalrs to its plant or equipment;
provided, however, that this provision shall not apply to roads paved
with cement concrete. Subdivision 2 shall apply only to county and
town roads located westerly and southerly of the following described
line: beginning at a point on the south shore of Lake of the Woods,
thence southerly along the Westerly borders of Lake of the Woods
and Beltrami counties to the intersection with State Trunk Highway
No. 2, thence easterly and southeasterly along State Trunk Highway
No. 2 to Duluth.
