Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Hopkins, city of; firemen's relief association.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 69,
in the city of Hopkins, service pensions paid to members of the
Hopkins volunteer fire department shall be calculated and paid in
an amount not exceeding the sum derived by dividing the total
amount of fire department relief association funds then available in
the relief association by the total number of months of regular mem-
bership by all of the then members of the fire department relief as-
sociation, and thereafter multiplying such product by the number of
months of regular membership of the retiring fireman.

Sec. 2. This act takes effect when approved by the govern-
ing body of the city of Hopkins, and upon compliance with Min-
nesota Statutes, Section 645.021.

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1965, Section 357.13, is
amended to read:

357.13 Fees; advance payment to public officials. Subdi-
vision 1. No police officer of any city shall receive any fee in a
suit or prosecution brought in the name of the state, but any coun-
ty may reimburse him for expenses actually incurred therein.

Subd. 2. Any law to the contrary notwithstanding the state
of Minnesota or any county thereof shall not be obligated to make
advance payment of fees, costs, or charges of any nature to any
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county or municipal official for services, acts, or duties to be ren-
dered by that official.

Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary of Min-
nesota Statutes, Section 69.06, the fire department relief association
of the city of International Falls shall provide in its certificate of
incorporation or bylaws, for a service pension in an amount not
exceeding $300 per year of service to be paid in a lump sum where
the retiring member qualifies for a service pension under the provi-
sions of said section 69.06.

Sec. 2. This act becomes effective only after its approval by
the governing body of the city of International Falls, and upon com-
pliance with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 645.021.
