Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 28.01, Subdivi-
sion 4, is amended to read:

Subd. 4. Agriculture; - cold storage warehou'ses;
regulation.  “Articles of food” mean fresh seat and fresh meat
produets and aif fish; game; poultry; eggs; butier substitutes end lard
substitsttes imtended every article used for, entermg into the consump-
tion of, or used or intended for use in'the preparation of, food, drink,
confectionery, or condiment, whether simple, mixed, or compoana’ for
either human or animal consumption.

payment by the applicant of a license fee of $50 to the commissioner.

Subd., 2.  Any person, firm or corporation operating a cold
storage warehouse to store only articles of food owned by said person,
firm or corporation and otherwise complying with the provisions of
sections 28.01 to 28.15 and the rules and regulations promulgated
pursuant thereto shall, when licensed under the provisions of Minne-
sotg Statutes, Sections 31.33, 32.09 and 32.58, be exempt from the
licensing provisions of subdivision 1.
