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mobiles, motorcycies, trucks, truck tractors, or self propelled motor
homes or campers if the foregoing are designed primarily for the trans-
portation of persons or property on the public highways or (2) motor
vehicle fuel.

“Franchise” does not include any business which is operated un-
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cluding, without limitation, leased departments and concessions.
