Any amount paid by a claimant residing in property assessed pur-
suant to section 273.133 for occupancy in that property shall be exr
Sluded from gross rent for purposes of this chapter. However, property
taxes imputed to the homestead of the claimant pursuant to section
273.133 shall be included within the term "property taxes payable" as
defined in subdivision 13. notwithstanding the fact that ownership is
riot in the name of the claimant.
