With respect to any caretaker, manager or other on-sile employee of a
residential building or buildings whose principal place of residence is in the residential
building or buildings, including a caretaker, manager or other on-site employee who
receives a principal place of residence as full or partial compensation for duties performed
for an employer, the term "hours worked", as contained in regulations promulgated
pursuant to section 177.28. shall include time during which the caretaker, manager or
other on-site employee is performing any duties of employment, but shall not mean time
during which the caretaker, manager or other pn-sile employee is on the premises and
available to perform duties of employment and is not otherwise performing any duties of
employment.
