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city is situated.

The registrar may appoint, and for cause discontinue, the county auditor of €ach
county as a deputy registrar. The auditor, with the approval of the director of motor
vehicles, may appoint, and for cause discontinue, the clerk or equivalent officer of each
city or any other person as a deputy registrar as public interest and convenience may
require , regardless of his county of residence . Notwithstanding any other provision, a
person other than a county auditor or a director of a county license bureau, who was
appointed by the registrar before August 1, 1976, as a deputy registrar for any city, may
continue to serve as deputy registrar and may be discontinued for cause only by the
registrar. The county auditor shall be responsible for the acts of deputy registrars
appeinted by him. Each such deputy, before entering upon the discharge of his duties,
shall take and subscribe an oath to faithfully discharge his duties and to uphold the laws
of the state. If a deputy registrar appointed hereunder is not an officer or employee of a
county or city, such deputy shall in addition give bond to the state in the sum of $10.000,
or such larger sum as may be required by the registrar, conditioned upon the faithful
discharge of his duties as deputy registrar. Each deputy registrar appointed hereunder
shall keep and maintain, in a convenient public place within the place for which he is
appointed, a registration and motor vehicle tax collection bureau, to be approved by the
registrar, for the registration of motor vehicles and the collection of motor vehicle taxes
thereon. He shall keep such records and make such reports to the registrar as that officer,
from time to time, may require. Such records shall be maintained at the facility of the
deputy registrar. The records and facilities of the deputy registrar shall at all times be
open to the inspection of the registrar or his agents. He shall report daily to the registrar
all registrations made and taxes and fees collected by him. The filing fee imposed
pursuant to subdivision 7 shall be deposited in the treasury of the place for which he is
appointed, or if such deputy is not a public official, he shall retain the filing fee, but the
registration tax and any additional fees for delayed registration he has collected he shall
deposit each day in an approved stale depository 1o the credit of the state through the
state treasurer. The place for which the deputy registrar is appointed through its
governing body shall provide the deputy registrar with facilities and personnel to carry
out the duties imposed by this subdivision if such deputy is a public official. In all other
cases, the deputy shall maintain a suittable facility for serving the public.

providing for the preparation of financial reports by certain cities; amending Minngsola
Statutes 1978, Sections 410.05, Subdivision 2; 429.011, by adding a subdivision; 429.021,
Subdivision I; 471.697, Subdivision I; and 471.698, Subdivision 1.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:
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Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1978, Section 429.011, is amended by adding a
subdivision to read:

Subd, 13. MUNICIPALITIES; LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS; MALLS, PLAZAS,
COURTYARDS. “Public mall, plaza. or courtyard” means any wholly or partly opened
or enclosed public area adjacent to or attached to a wall, fence, commercial structure,

hotel, or any other building and designed as a place for passive recreation, public
entertainment, exhibition and education, or a pedestrian walk.

© Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 1978, Section 429.021, Subdivision 1, is amended to
read:

429021 LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS, COUNCIL POWERS. Subdivision 1.
IMPROVEMENTS AUTHORIZED. The council of a municipality shall have power to
make the following improvements:

(1) To acquire, open, and widen any street, and to improve the same by
constructing, reconstructing, and maintaining sidewalks, pavement, gutters, curbs, and
vehicle parking strips of any material, or by grading, graveling, oiling, or otherwise
improving the same, including the beautification thereof and including storm sewers or
other street drainage and connections from sewer, water or similar mains to curb lines.

(2) To acquire, develop, construct, reconstruct, extend and maintain storm and
sanitary sewers and systems, including outlets, holding areas and ponds, treatment plants,
pumps, lift stations, service connections, and other appurtenances of a sewer system,
within and without the corporate limits.

(3) To construct, reconstruct, extend and maintain steam heating mains.

(4) To install, replace, extend and maintain street lights and street lighting systems
and special lighting systems.

(5) To acquire, improve, construct, recenstruct, extend and maintain water works
systems, including mains, valves, hydrants, service connections, wells, pumps, reservoirs,
tanks, treatment plants, and other appurtenances of a water works system, within and
without the corporate limits.

(6) To acquire, improve and equip parks, open space areas, playgrounds and
recreational facilities within or without the corporate limits.

(7) To plant trees on streets and provide for their trimming, care and removal,

(8) To abate nuisances and to drain swamps, marshes and ponds on public or
private property and to fill the same.

(9) To construct, reconstruct, extend, and maintain dikes and other flood control
works. .
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{10) To construct, reconstruct, extend and maintain retaining walls and area walls.

(11} To acquire, construct, reconstruct, improve, alter, extend, operate, maintain
and promote a pedestrian skyway system.

(12) To acquire, construct, reconstruct, extend, operate, maintain and promote
underground pedestrian concourses.

{13) To acquire, construct, improve, alter, extend, operate, maintain and promote
public malls, plazas or courtyards.

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes 1978, Section 410.05, Subdivision 2, is amended to read:

Subd. 2. COMMISSION MEMBERS; TERMS, VACANCIES. Charter
commission members shall hold office for the term of four years, and until their
successors are appointed and qualify, except that of members initially appointed after
July 1, 1967, eight shall be appointed for two year terms and seven for four year terms.
No person may be appointed to more than two successive terms as a commission
member. Vacancies in the commission shall be filled by appointment of the chief judge
for the unexpired terms. Upon the expiration of each four year term, the chief judge shall
appoint new commission members. If the chief judge fails to appoint new commission
members within 30 days then thereafter the governing body of the city shall, appoint new
commission members, unless within the 30 day period the chief judge indicates in writing
to the governing body his intention to appoint new members, in which case he shall have
an additional 60 days within which to make the appointment. Appointments shall be
made by order filed with the clerk of the district court. An appointee who neglects to file
with the clerk within 30 days a written acceptance and oath of office shall be deemed to
have declined the appointment and his place shall be filled as though he had resigned.
The charter commission, within 30 days after the initial appointment of the commission,
shall make rules, including quorum requirements, with reference 1o its operations and
procedures. The commission shall submit to the chief judge of the district court, on or
before December 31 of each year, an annual report outlining its activities and
accomplishments for the preceding calendar year, The commission shall forward a copy
of the report to the clerk of the city. Any member may be removed at any time from
office, by written order of the district court, the reason for such removal being stated in
the order. When any member has failed to perform the duties of his office and has failed
to attend four consecutive meetings without being excused by the commission, the
secretary of the charter commission shall file a certificate with the court setting forth
those facts and the district court shall thereupon make its order of removal and the chief
judge shall fill the vacancy created thereby.

the city or, if there be none, post copies in three of the most public places in the city. The
report shall contain financial statements and disclosures which present the city's financial
position and the results of city operations in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles. The report shall include such information and be in such form as
may be prescribed by the siate auditor;

(b) File the financial report in his office for public inspection and present it to the
city council after the close of the fiscal year. One copy of the financial report shall be
furnished to the state auditor after the close of the fiscal year; and

(c) Submit to the state auditor audited financial statements which have been
attested to by a certified public accountant, public accountant, or the state auditor within
180 days after the close of the fiscal year, except that the state auditor may upon request
of a city and a showing of inability to conform, extend the deadline. The state auditor

© may accept this report in lieu of the report required in clause (b) above.

(2) Prepare a detailed statement of the financial affairs of the city including
operations of municipal hospitals and nursing homes, liquor stores, and public utility
commissions in the style and form prescribed by the state auditor, for the preceding fiscal
vear showing all money received, with the sources, and respective amounts thereof; all
disbursements for which orders have been drawn upon the treasurer; the amount of
outstanding and unpaid orders; all accounts payable; all indebtedness; contingent
habilities; all accourits receivable; the amount of money remaining in the treasury; and ali
items necessary to show accurately the revenues and expenditures and financial position
of the city;

(b) File the statement in his office for the public inspection and present it to the
city counci! within 45 days after the close of the fiscal year;

(¢} (1) Publish the statement within 60 days after the close of the fiscal year in a
newspaper published in the city; or

(2} If there is no newspaper in the city, the clerk shall, at the direction of the city

council, publish the statement in the official newspaper published elsewhere or post copies
in three of the most public places in the city; or

{3) If city council proceedings are published monthly or quarterly, showing to
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whom and for what purpose orders are drawn upon the treasurer, the annual statement to
be published as required by this section may be summarized in such form as the state
auditor may prescribe; and

(d) Submit within $0 days after the close of the fiscal year a copy of the statement
to the state auditor in such summary form as the state auditor may prescribe.

Section 1. [179.121] OPERATION OF VEHICLE WHERE DISPUTE IS IN
PROGRESS. Any person who operates a motor vehicle which is entering or leaving a
place of business or employment where there is a clear notice that a labor dispute is in
progress, and who fails to bring the vehicle to a full stop at the entrance to or exit from
that place, or who fails 10 exercise caution in entering or leaving that place, is guilty of a
misdemeanor.
