CHAPTER 415—S.F.No. 1674

An act relating to labor; exempting seamen from the fair labor standards act;
amending Minnesota Statutes, 1979 Supplement, Section 177.23, Subdivision 7.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes, 1979 Supplement, Section 177.23, Subdivi-
sion 7, is amended to read:

Subd. 7. "Employee" means any individual employed by an employer but
shall not include
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(1) any individual employed in agriculture on a farming unit or operation
employing less than the equivalent of two full time workers and on any given day
employing no more than four employees. For the purpose of [his clause, equiva-
lent of a full time worker means 40 weeks of employment in a calendar year;

(2) an individual who has not attained the age of 18 who is employed in
agriculture on a farm to perform services other than corn detasseling;

(2a) for purposes of section 177,24. an individual who has not attained the
age of 18 who is employed in agriculture as a corn detasseler;

(3) any staff member employed with an organized resident ov day camp
licensed with the state;

(4) any individual employed in a bona fide executive, administrative, or
professional capacity, or a salesman who conducts no more than 20 percent of his
sales on the premises of the employer, as such terms are defined and delimited by
regulations of the department;

(5) any individual who renders service gratuitously for a nonprofit organi-
zation as such terms are defined by regulations of the department;

(6) any individual who serves as an elected official for a political subdivi-
sion or who serves on any governmental board, commission, committee or other
similar body, or who renders service gratuitously for a political subdivision;

(7) any individual employed by a political subdivision to provide police or
fire protection services or who is employed by an entity whose principal purpose
is to provide police or fire protection services to a political subdivision;

The ballot shall be cast and counted during the same hours and in
the same manner as ballots for the election of town officers of the town and,
except as herein expressly provided, such meeting and election shall be subject to
all the laws of this state regulating town meetings and. elections of town officers in
the town.
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
