The intentional possession or wilful keeping of a gambling device upon any
licensed premises is cause for the revocation of any license under which the
licensed business is carried on upon the premises where the gambling device is
found, provided that possession of gambling devices commonly known as
“paddlewheels™ or “tipboards™ or apparatus used in conducting raffles on the
premises of a nonprofit organization and operated by organizations licensed for
such operation pursuant to section 349.26 and the manufacture of gambling
devices for use in jurisdictions where use of the gamblmg device is legal as

provided for by section 2 shall not be cause for revocation ion of a license.

(2) Intentionally participates in the income of a gambling place or
bucket shop; or

(3) Conducts a lottery, or, with intent to conduct a tottery. possesses
facilities for doing so; or

(4) Sets vp for use for the purpose of gambling, or collects the proceeds
of, any gambling device or bucket shop; or

(5) With intent that it shall be so used, manufactures, sells or offers for
sale, in whole or any part thereof, any gambling device including those defined
in section 349.30, subdivision 2, and any facility for conducting a lottery, except
as provided by section 2; or

(6) Receives, records, or forwards bets or offers to bet or, with intent to
receive, record, or forward bets or offers to bel, possesses facilities to do so.
