CHAPTER 426 — H.F.No. 2077

An act relating to insurance; increasing the percentage of the state comprehensive
health plan premium that may be used to pay certain fees and expenses; amending
Minnesota Statutes 1980, Section 62E.ll, Subdivision 3.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

-Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1980, Section 62E.11, Subdivision 3, is
amended to read:

Subd. 3. Not less than 87-1/3 85 percent of the state plan premium paid
to the writing carrier shall be used to pay claims, and not more than 12-1/3 JJ>
percent shall be used for the payment of agent referral fees as authorized in
section 62E.15, subdivision 3 and for payment of the writing carrier's direct and
indirect expenses, as specified in section 62E.13, subdivision 7.

CHAPTER 427 —H.F.NO. 2098

An act relating to retirement; teachers retirement association; extending the time
limit for the purchase of service credit for military service leaves of absence for certain
veterans.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

Section 1. [354:531] AUTHORIZATION TO .PURCHASE MILI-
TARY SERVICE CREDIT. '

Notwithstanding any law to the contrary, any member of the teachers
retirement association who is a veteran as defined pursuant to section 197.97 U
.subdivision 10, and who.became eligible for the Vietnam expeditionary medal or
the Vietnam service medal as the rgsult of service during the period betweeji July
^ 1958 and July 27^ 1973 or served on active duty in the armed forces as defined
pursuant to section 197.971, subdivision 3^ during the period between August 5j
1964 and January 27, 1J73, shall be entitled to obtain credit for the period of
military service but service credit shall not be given for any voluntary extension
of military service at the instance of the member beyond the initial period of
enlistment, induction or call to active duty^.
