CHAPTER 36

Protection against Fire, and Regulation of Hotels
and Restaurarts

HOTELS, THEATERS AND OTHER BUILDINGS

3003. Defining hotels, restanrants, lodging houses,
boarding houses, places of refreshment, and original
container—religious and college buildings.—Every
building or structure or enclosure, or any part there-
of, kept, used as, maintalned as, or advertised as, or
held out to the public to be an enclosure where sleep-
ing accommodations are furnished to the public
whether with or without meals and furnishing accom-
modations for periods of less than one week shall for
the purpose of this act be deemed an hotel.

Every building or other structure or enclosure, or
any part thereof and all buildings in connection, kept,
nsed or maintained as, or advertised as, or held out
to the public to be an enclosure where meals or
lunches are served without sleeping accommodations,
and furnishing accommodations for periods of less
than one week, ghall for the purpose of this act be
deemed to be a restaurant, and the person Or persons
in charge thereof, whether as owner, lessee, manager
or agent, for the purpose of this act ghall be deemed
the proprietor of such restaurant, and whenever the
word “restaurant” shall oceur in this act, it shall be
construed to mean such structure as described in this
gection,

Every building or structure, or any part thereof,
kept, used as, maintained as, advertised as, er held
out to be a place where sleeping accommodations are
furnished to the public as regular roomers, for peri-
ods of one week or more, and having five or more
beda to let to the public, shall, for the purpose of
this act, be deemed a lodging house. R

Every building or structure or enclosure, or any
part thereot, used as, maintained as, or advertised as,
or held out to be an enclosure where meals or lunches
are furnished to flve or more regular boarders for
periods of one week or more, ghall for the purpose
of this act, be deemed a boarding house. Every build-
ing or structure, or any part thereof, used as, main-
tained as, or advertised as, or held out to be a place
where confectionery, ice cream, sandwiches, or drinks
of various kinds are made, sold or served at retail,
shall, for the purpose of this act, be deemed to be a
place of refreshment. Provided, however, that a gen-

&,.}F’ergl_ merchandise gtore or grocery store retailing or

serving ice cream, soft drinksvor foods of any kind,
if such foods and soft drinks are sold and delivered
to the public in an original container and the pur-
chaser thereof consumes the contents directly from
the original container, shall not be deemed a place
of refreshment within the meaning of this act. The
term ‘‘original eontainer,’” as used in this act, shall
be construed to mean any carton, box, wrapper, pack-
age, pail, can, jar, keg, glass, bottle, or other thing
fn which the manufacturer, wholesaler, or distributor
has placed and entirely enclosed said ice cream,
drinks, or other refreshments, before delivery to the
retailer and shall also be construed to inciude any
straw, spoon, fork, or other eating and drinking uten-
sil, placed in the container by the manufacturer,
wholegater, or distributor at his place of business and
before delivery to the retailer. This act shall not be
construed to apply to any building constructed and
primarily used for religious worship, nor to any build-
ing used for the housing of college or university stu-
dents in accordance with regulations promulgated by
such college or university. ('19, c. 499, §1; Mar, 29,
1935, e.

5905, Hotels, restanrants, lodging houses, boarding
houses, and places of refreshment to he licensed—
fees.—Within sixty days after the passage of this act
and each year thereafter, every person, firm or cor-
poration now engaged in the business of conducting
an hotel, restaurant, lodging house, boarding houge
or place of refreshment, and every person, firm or
corporation who shall hereafter engage in conducting
such business, must procure a license for each hotel,
restaurant, lodging house, boarding house, or place of
refreshment, so conducted, provided that one license
shall be sufficient for a combination of an hotel and
restaurant, lodging house, boarding house, and place
of refreshment, where guch businesses are conducted
in the same enclosure and under the same manage-
ment. BEach license shall expire on the 31st day of
December next following Its issuance, and any pro-
prietor who operates a place of business as defined
herein after January 1st following, without first hav-
ing made application for a license and without having
made payment of the fee thereof, shall have violated
the provisions of this act and is subject to prosecution
ag provided herein, and in addition thereto, a penalty
of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) shall be added
to the amount of the license fee and paid hy the
proprietor as provided herein if the said application
has not reached the office of the Division of Hotel In-
spection of the State Board of Health on or before
January 31st following the expiration of license, or,
in the case of a new business, thirty days after the
opening date of such business. The Hotel Inspector
shall furnish to any person, firm or corporation de-
siring to conduct an hotel, restaurant, lodging house,
boarding house or place of refreshment, an applica-
tion blank to be filled out by such person, firm or cor-
poration for a license therefor, and which shal] re-
quire such applicant to state the full name and ad-
dress of the owner of the building, structure or en-

I1s restaurant within
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closure, the lessee and manager of such hotel, re-
staurant, lodging house, boarding house or place of
refreshment, together with a full description of the
enciosure to be used or proposed to be used for such
business, the location of the same, the name under
which such bhusiness ig to be conducted, and such in-
formation as may be required therein by the Hotel
Inspector to complete such application for license, and
such application shall be accompanied by a license
fee of $3.50 and all such fees shall be turned into
the State Treasury on the first day of January, April,
July and October of each year. '19, c¢. 499, §3; Apr.

3911. Revoeation of license.—It shall be the duty
of the State Hotel Inspector to revoke a license, if
and when it be found by the Hotel Inspector that a
place of business as defined herein is being operated
in violation of the provisions of this Act so as to con-
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stitute a filthy, unclean and unsaritary condition and
dangerous to public health, or if the owner or pro-
prietor persistently refuses or fails to comply with
the provisions of this Act. Upon such revocation of
license, the said place of business shall be immediate-
ly closed to public patronage until such a time
that the owner or proprietor shall have complied with
the provisione of this Act, as certified to by the is-
suance of a new licenss.

The third such revocation of license in any one
year and on any one proprietor shall be made per-
manent for a pericd of one year from the date of the
last revocation. ('19, ¢. 499, §9; Apr. 24, 1935, c.
274.)

Where a license i3 granted to a proprietor after rev-
ocation of a previous one, it is proper to collect another
fee of $3.50 for the rew llcense.

5840. Licenses for operation of moving picture
machines or exhibition of moving pictures—Applica~
tion for—Fees—Issue of licenses—Transfer—Itiner-
ant exhibitions—Permits~—~Bonds—-Fees.—0On and
after the first day of September, 1917, it shall be un-
lawful for any person to operate a moving picture ma-
chine or to exhibit moving pictures in any building,
theatre or hall to which the public is admitted or in
any other place of public entertainment or amusement
within this state unless the owner, lessee, occupant
or agent of sald place has been licensed by the state
fira marshal to use such place for such purpose.
The application shall be made and presented at least
30 days prior to the date when the license is desired
to go Into effect, to the end that the fire marshal
may make the necessary investigation and Inspection
before the iicense issues. The license fee shall be
five dollars for the year and each application shall be
accompanied by the license fee. Every license shall
expire on the first day of September each year. Tha
state fire marshal upon application therefor shall tur-
nish to any person desiring a license an application
blank upon which the applicant shall state the full
name and address of the applicant or applicants and
if it be a corporation, the names and addresses of
the principal officers thereof, whether such applicant
be the owner, lessee, occupant or agent of the build-
ing for which a license Is desired, the location and
& full description of the property and the building
and the room within the building to be used or pro-
posed to be used for the exhibition of moving pictures,
and such other information as may be required to be
contained therein by the state fire marshal. Every
application shall be verifled by the applicant for such
license and such verified application shall be prima
facle proof of the facts therein stated.

Upon receipt of such application, the state fire mar-
shal shall make guch investigation as he shall deem
necessary and shall grant a license to such applicant
unless it appears to him that the provisions of this
act are being violated or are about to be violated.
The license thus granted shall not be transferable to
any other building, room or place than that stated in
the license. The state fire marshal in his diseretion
and under such regulations and conditions as he may
prescribe therefor, may grant a permit for the ex-
hibition of moving plctures in an unlicensed building,
and without a formal license therefor, for not more
than seven consecutive days, such exhibitions are to
be given solely for religious, benevolent, educational or
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scientific purposes. No license shall be granted except
after examination by the state fire marshal or his au-
thorized deputy or agent, provided, however, that the
state fire marshal may issue a temporary license upon
the verified application herein provided for, which
shall be good until revoked for cause or until a per-
manent license is substituted therefor. There shall
be deducted from the fee for such permanent license
a part thereof proportionate to the unexpired portion
of the year for which the temporary license was grant-
ad. Provided that all public exhibition of moving
pictures in any place except a building shall be sub-
ject to such rules, conditions and regulations in ad-
dition to those provided by law with reference to the
safety of the public as the fire marshal may de_em
pecessary. Any person, firm or corporation giving
such public exhibitions of moving pictures in any place
except a building shall be classified as {tinerant mov-
ing picture exhibitions. No such person, firm or cor-
poration shall give any such public moving picture
exhibition at any place except under a permit from
the fire marshal authorizing such exhibition, and aft-
er said person or firm or corporation has made and
executed a bond of indemnity to the state of Minne-
sota in. such sum as the fire marshal may approve,
conditioned to pay any and all liability for damages
ensuing through the negligence of such exhibitor.
The fee for each such permit shall be five dollars.
Provided, however, that no licenses nor bond shall be
required nor necessary to operate a moving picture
machine or to exhibit moving pictures by any firm,
person, association or corporation in any village hav-
ing a population of less than 700 inhabitants where
no admission charge is made therefor and where there
is no licensed moving picture business. ('17, ¢, 466,

provisions of Sectlon 5961, Mason’s Minnesota Stat-
utes of 1927, In case the petition is for an order re-
quiring repairs the person or personsg authorized by
law to make such repairs, and upon whom such order
is served, shall make such repaira as thereby directed,
and the order may direct that the building or structure
he closed and not further used or occupied until such
repairs are made. Tpon the filing of such petition
with the district court wherein any such building or
structure is located, the court shall make a temporary
order directing the state fire marshal to serve a copy
of such petition and a copy of the temporary order
upon the Minnesota Tax Commission, and the County
Board of the County wherein such landg are situated,
and if such lands are situated in cities of the first
class, then also upon the assessor of such city of the
first class, as well as ordering that notice be served
upon the parties who have an interest of record in
said property within such time as may be fixed by the
court in said order. If within twenty days no ob-
jections are filed to said petition by the partles so
served or by any person or persons claiming an in-
terest in said property, the court may require the
state fire marshal to present sufficient proof to sustain
the allegations set forth in his petition, and thereupon
the court may or may not make, as the case may
reguire, an order of condemnation and direct the state
fire marshal to proceed with the destruction of the
building or structure; but if objections are filed and
a copy of such objections have been duly served upon
the state fire marshal within twenty days of the serv-
ice of the copy of the temporary order and copy of the
petition hereinbefore referred to, the court, upon
application by the state fire marshal, shall make its
order fixing the time and place for hearing of the mat-
ter, which place may be at any convenient point, at
any general or special term, or out of the term, or in
chambers within the judicial district where such lands
are situated, and which time shall be within ten days
from the date of the filing of the objections, or as
soon thereafter as may be. If upen such hearing
the petition shall be sustained the court shall issue an
order of condemnation and fix the time within which
the building or structure shall be destroyed, repaired
or altered in compliance with such order, and that up-
on failure of the proper person or persons to comply
with the said order the state flre marshal shall pro-
ceed with the destruction thereof, If upon the hearing
the petition of the state fire marshal is not sustained
the court shall deny the petition.

In all cases where the order of the court has not
been complied with and the state fire marshal is au-
thorized te proceed with the demolition of any build-
ing or structure, the state fire marshal shall sell and
dispose of the salvage materials therefrom at public
auction upon three days’ posted notice, and all ex-
penses incurred by the state fire marshal shall be paid
out of the moneys received from such auction of sal-
vage material and any deficit remaining unpaid there-
after may be pai}out of the funds created by and
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provided for in Section 5973 of Mason's Minnesota
Statuteg of 1927. Should any surplus remain of the
amount recelved for salvage material after deducting
the expenses incurred by the State Fire Marshal such
surplus shall be paid to the county treasurer of the
county where the property was situated to be dis-
tributed by him as provided by law. (Act Apr. 12,
1939, c. 200.)

5973. Fire insurance companies to pay cost of
maintenance.—For the purpose of maintaining the
department of state fire marshal and paying all the
expenses Incident thereto, every fire insurance com-
pany doing business in the State of Minnesota, ex-
cepting town insurance companies, farmers’ mutual
fire Insurance companies and township muiual fire
insurance companies, shall hereafter pay to the State
Treasurer on or before March 1, 1914, and annualiy
thereafter, a tax upon its fire premiums or assessments
or both, as follows:

A sum equal to one-half of one per cent of the
gross premiums and assessments, less return pre-
miums, on all direct business received by it in this
state, or by its agentg for it, in cash or otherwlise,
during the preceding calendar year, including pre-
miums on policies covering fire risks only on auto-
mohiles, whether written under floater form or other-
wise; provided, however, that this act shall in no way
affect the tax due March 1, 1913, and the payment
thereof. In the case of a mutual company, the divi-
dends paid or credited to members in this state shall
be construed to be return premiums. The money so
received Into the gtate treasury shall be set aside
as g special fund and Is hereby appropriated for the
maintenance of such office of state fire marshal and
the expenses incident thereto, The state shall not be
liable in any manner for the salary of said fire mar-
shal, his chief assistant, deputies, clerks and other
employes or for the maintenance of the office of fire
marshal or any expenses Ineident thereto, and the
same shall be payable only from the special fund pro-
videgltor in this seection. (As Am. Mar. 1%, 1937, c.

10339,
DRY CLEANING AND DRY DYEING BUILDINGS

AND ESTABLISHMENTS

5984, Dry cleaning and dyeing establishments
license.—For the purpose of this aet a dry
cleaning or dry dyeing business is defined to be the
business of cleaning, or dyeing cloth, clothing, feath-
ers, or any sort of fabries or textiles or cleaning or
dyelng by processes known as dry cleaning and dry
dyeing,

No person, firm or corporation shall advertizse as
conducting a dry cleaning or dry dyeing business or
either until such person, firm or corporation shall
have made aplication to the state fire marshal for
permission to engage in such bhusiness and paid the
fee as hereinafter provided.

The term “flammable liquid” as used in this act is
defined as any liquid which, under operating condi-
tions, gives off vapor which, when mixed with air is
combustible and explosive, or any liquid with a flash
point 187 degrees Fahrenheit (86 degrees Centigrade)
closed cup tester. The flash point shall be deter-
mined with the Elliott, Abel, Abel Pensky, or the Tag
closed cup testers, but the Tag closed cup tester
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(standardized by the United States Bureau of Stand-
ards) shall be authoritative in case of dispute. All
tests shall be made in accordance with the methods
adopted by the American Society for Testing Materiala.

5901. Buildings to be fire proof.——All buildings
or establishments used or to be used for the purpose
of the business of dry cleaning or dry dyeing as above
defined shall be of fire-resisting design and construc-
tion and not to exceed three gtories in height and shall
be without basement, cellar or open space below the
ground fioor, the workroom where all dry cleaning
is done to be located on the ground floor., Such build-
ing must also comply in all other respects with the
provisions of this act. Fire-resisting construetion is
defined to consist of the use of fire-registing material
as follows: Brick, hollow tile, steel and concrete or
reinforced concrete. Any building in which gasoline,
naphtha, benzol, carbon bisulphide or light petroleum
or coal tar products are used in connection with a
dry cleaning or dry dyeing business must be at least
fifteen (16) feet from any other building or lot, ex-
cept the building used for operating a dry cleaning or
dry dyeing business, unless geparated therefrom by
an unpierced fire wall. In no event shall more than
two sides of such building have walls without open-
ings. The roof of such buildings shall be of fire-resis-
tive construction. (As Am. Apr, 14, 19317, ¢. 225, §2.)

5002, Construction,—All walls of such dry clean-
Ing and dry dyeing buildings or establishments shall
be of brick laid in cement mortar, or of reinforced
concrete not less than twelve Inches in thickness, or of
stone, laid in cement mortar not less than sixteen
inches in thickness, or of other noncombustible and
fire-resisting material constructed of a thickness of
not lesg than twelve inches. The roof of such building
shall be ot fire-resistive construction. Provided, how-
ever, that the construction specified in thias section
shall not apply to any building or establishment in
which no flammable liquid, product or substance shzall
be present, handled or used, {As Am. Apr. 14, 1937,
c. 225, §3.)

5094, BSame.—Ventilatlng apertures of size not
less than sixty square inches in area shall be placed in
the walls of such dry cleaning and dry dyeing build-
Ings at or near the leve] of the floor, and spaced not
over glx feet apart from center to center; such open-
ings shall be covered with 2x2 wire mesh, number
gixteen galvanized wire web or its equal, anda shall
be kept clear of all obstructions and such ventilating
apertures shall be so arranged as to completely change
the air volume every three minutes while the plant is
in operation. Other ventilating systems may be sub-
stituted for the above, which will completely change
the air every three minutes, while the plant is in
operation. provided same are approved before con-
structed by the state fire marshal. (As Am. Apr, 14,
1937, ¢. 225, §4.)

5966. Same,—As a means of fire extinguishment
in any such buildings, the same shall be equipped with
a high pressure boiler of sufficient size and horse pow-
er, such boiler to be located in a fire-proof building
at least ten {19) feet from any building used for the
purpose of dry cleaning or dry dyeing, such boiler
to be connected with a two-inch steam supply pipe in
the dry cleaning or dry dyeing room so lnstalled as
to give as nearly as possible an equal distribution of
steam, and to be so placed that the steam when turn-
ed in will immediately ill the entire room; such steam
pipes shall be provided with perforations or jets of
one-quarter of one inch in diameter, egually spaced,
so that there is one opening to each twenty-five square
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feet of floor space: a standard globe valve shall be
placed in the steam service line or lines connscted to
this perforated steam pipe outside of the building,
and to be accessible for operation in case of fire. The
steam supply for such pipes shall be continually avail-
able for service while the plant is in operation, and
shall be sufficient to completely fill the room space
in less than one minute, and continue the flow of
steam sufficient to keep the room space filled with
steam for a period of at least thirty minutes.

Thig section shall not apply to any business or
establishment where the dry cleaning or dry dyeing
i3 accomplished by a non-flammable liguid, or liquids
having a flash point exceeding 187 degrees Fahren-
heit or 86 degrees Centigrade, product or substance,

6001, Use of gasoline engines forbidden in certain
cases.—No gas or gasoline engine, steam generator
or heating device nor any electrical dynamo or motor
except such motors as have been approved as explosion-
proot by the State Fire Marshal shall be located,
maintained or used ineside of, nor within a distance of
ten feet of any building used for the business of
dry cleaning and dry dyeing as above defined except
that an electrical motor may be placed within such
ten feet, but without a solid fireproof wall.

Any dry cleaning or dry dyeing business located in
any village or city of the fourth class may install and
maintain two 23l4-gallon fire extinguishers of anti-
freezing liquid, to be approved by and installed as
directed by the state fire marshal, in lieu of com-
pliance with the provisions of Section 13 of this chap-
ter providing for the extinguishment of fire in such
business or establishment. (’21, c¢. 459, §18; Laws

6001-1. Must have fire extinguishers.—Any dry
cleaning or dry dyeing business located in any village
or city of the fourth class may install and maintain
two 2134 gallon fire extinguishers of anti-freezing
liquid to be approved by and installed as directed by
the State Fire Marshal, in leu of compliance with the
provisions of this chapter providing for the prevention
of fire in such business or establishment, (Act Apr.
26, 1929, c. 402, §2.)

6012, Separate buildings for gas, ete.—No carbon
bi-sulphide, gasoline, naphtha, benzol or light petro-
leum or coal tar product used in the dry cleaning and
dry dyeing business shall be distilled or redistilled
in connection with the said dry cleaning or dry dye-
ing business except in a bullding of fire-proocf con-
gtruction, which building must be located more than
fifteen (15) feet from any other building or lot, ex-
cept the buildings used in said dry cleaning and dry
dyeing business, unless separated therefrom by an un-
plerced fire wall. But in no event shall more than
two sides of such building have walls without open-

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ings, The roof of such building shall be of fire-re-
sistive construction.

6014, Abandoned buildings.—Should any building,
business or establishment of dry cleaning or dry dye-
ing as herein defined, be discontinued or not carried
on in any building which does not conform to the pro-
visions herein set forth, for a period of ninety (90)
days, such business shall be considered as having been
abandoned, and before the same can again be car-
ried on in such building, the said building must be
so constructed, repaired or rebuilt as to conform to
the provisions of this act,

The period of ninety (90) days hereln stated is
not to be construed as such period when the plant s
under construction or repair or operated in its regular
capacity as a going business. Operation of the plant
for short periods of time within the said period of
ninety (80) days with the intent to evade the pro-
visions of this section shall be considered as an attempt
to interfere with the operation of this act, (As Am.
Apr, 14, 1937, ¢. 225, §7.)

6017. Fire marshal to enforce act.—It shall be the
duty of the state fire marshal, his deputies and as-
sistants, to enforce the provisions of this act, and he
shall have the same power and authority in the en-
forcement of the provisions hereof as are given to
the state fire marshal under the provisidons of the
state fire marshal law, namely, sections 5129-516¢ of
the General Statutes of Minnesota, 1913. .

They shall administer and enforce the laws relat-
ing to the construction, regulation, safety, and opera-
tion of dry cleaning and dry dyeing establishments;
declare and prescribe what
reasonable standards for the adoption of improvements
or other means or methods including the prescribing,
modifying and enforcement of reasonable orders per-
taining thereto, necessary to prevent fires and explo-
sions and for the protection and safety of employees
and the public in dry cleaning and dry dyeing estab-
lishments, not inconsistent with this act, and in par-
ticular, provisions of Mason’s Minnescta Statutes for
1927, Section 6013, but such requirements and regula-
tiona shall also be required of alterations and changes
undertaken by existing dry cleaning and dry dyeing
establishments, {As Am. Apr, 14, 1937, c. 225, §8.)

6018, Disposition of fines.—All fees, penalties or
forfeitures collected by the state fire marshal, his
deputies or assistants under the.provisions of this act,
shall be pald into the gtate treasury and be credited
to the State Fire Marshal Fund, and shall be disbursed
in the same manner as other moneys in said fund are
disbursed, (As Am, Apr. 14, 19837, ¢. 2235, §9.)
